THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, APRIL 1, 2013 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER), AND KENDELL CULP (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 
	
	Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE MARCH 4, 2013 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 4, 2013 drainage board meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

P.E.T.   IN – DEMOTTE, INC. – DRAINAGE PLAN
	WHEATFIELD TOWNSHIP – SECTION 30, TOWNSHIP 31, RANGE 6
	BOB GABRIESLE – REPRESENTATIVE
	KEVIN SAYERS – TURNING POINT SURVEYING, INC.

	Bob Gabriesle, representative for P.E.T.  IN – DeMotte, Inc. presented a drainage plan for a proposed approximate seven thousand square foot manufacturing facility.  The property is approximately two and a half acres. This proposed facility is in Wheatfield Township, Section 30, Township 31, Range 6.  It would be located off County Road 550 West across from the Kankakee Valley Intermediate School.

	Gabriesle stated the Hobbs Ditch #2584 county regulated drain is located to the South of the proposed development site.  The drainage plan presented for P.E.T.  IN- DeMotte, Inc. consists of swales and holding ponds which are approximately two to three feet in depth and will outlet into the roadside ditch along County Road 550 West which is approximately four feet deep  then outlets into the Hobbs Ditch #2584 county regulated drain.  Kevin Sayers stated each detention pond has its own release into the private ditch, therefore, each detention pond can act on their own.  In the case of one being plugged, there will still be a release for the water.
	
	Gabriesle presented a letter from Abonmarche Engineering stating they have reviewed the plans dated February 11, 2013 for the proposed P.E.T. Manufacturing facility and state the drainage plan appears to meet the Town of DeMotte’s ordinance.

	Kendell Culp inquired if this proposed building site is within the jurisdiction of the Town of DeMotte.  Bob Gabriesle and Kevin Sayers responded the proposed building site is within the buffer zone of the Town of DeMotte. 

	Culp inquired what the condition of the roadside ditch along County Road 550 West which the detention ponds would be releasing into.  Sayers replied the condition of the roadside ditch which runs along County Road 550 West is in very good condition.  Urbano added the Hobbs Ditch #2584 county regulated drain which the county roadside ditch along County Road 550 West outlets into is in poor condition and in need of being reconstructed, but currently there is not maintenance fund established.

	Culp inquired what the size of pipe would be used for carrying the water from the detention ponds to the roadside ditch along County Road 550 West.  Sayers responded the size of the pipe for carrying the water from the detention ponds to the county roadside ditch along County Road 550 West is twelve inches and the culverts under the two driveways are twenty-four inchs.

	Kendell Culp inquired if there would be a paved drive or gravel at the proposed newly constructed manufacturing facility.  Sayers responded a small area would be paved near the proposed manufacturing facility for parking and the rest would be gravel.  Gabriesle stated twenty to thirty foot pads of concrete would be poured near the exits onto County Road 550 West to help protect the County Road 550 West as well as to help with the prevention of the spinning of gravel.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the P.E.T.  IN-DeMotte proposed manufacturing facility as presented.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

REMINGTON SEEDS – DRAINAGE PLAN
	CARPENTER TOWNSHIP – SECTION 20, TOWNSHIP 27, RANGE 6
	TURNING POINT SURVEYING, INC. – KEVIN SAYERS
	REPRESENTATIVE – DON SHELMON

	Kevin Sayers, Turning Point Surveying, Inc. presented a drainage plan for Remington Seeds proposed building addition.

	Representative, Don Shelmon, stated the proposed addition will be constructed between the existing office and existing warehouse, but will be adjoined to the existing warehouse.

	Shelmon stated Remington Farms, Inc. or owners of Remington Farms, Inc. currently own all the surrounding property around the proposed building site.

	Sayers stated the flow of water drains into a private tile system and the farm itself is acting as a detention which eventually outlets into the Bice Ditch #253 county regulated drain.

	Kendell Culp stated he is unaware of any other drainage plan that has come forth and allowed a field to be detention area.  Culp feels that all drainage plans should be treated equally and should be followed as the specifications state.

	Maxwell inquired if the roadside swale is any help as far as drainage for the property of Remington Seeds.  Sayers responded the roadside swale could be dug deeper in order to help with the drainage of Remington Seeds.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the Remington Seeds building addition as presented with the stipulation that Turning Point Surveying, Inc. provide information to the Jasper County Surveyor and Jasper County Engineer in regards to the depth in which the roadside swale along County Road 480 West be dug to an appropriate depth to allow for the drainage from Remington Seeds to the detention area in the field allowing the flow of water into the Bice Ditch #235 county regulated drain.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Turning Point Surveying, Inc. provided on April 2, 2013 a letter in regards to Remington Seeds Expansion stating the area between the existing driveways a swale (2.5’ deep) with side slopes of 3:1 shall be installed.  This will allow for nearly all of the onsite water to either flow or overflow to this area, as currently planned, providing a portion of the detention required.  To drain this area, a 12: diameter concrete culvert shall be installed across the existing northern driveway.  At this point, again a swale with side slopes of 3:1 shall be installed a minimum of 200’ long, where the swale will then daylight into the existing field.  This provides a controlled area for detention in the event that this property is no longer used as it currently exists or is developed further in the future.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the signing of the Order setting a public hearing date on the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals for June 3, 2013 at 1:00 p.m. in the Commissioner’s Room of the Jasper County Courthouse.

JOHN JORDAN DITCH #238 – ORDER SETTING PUBLIC HEARING DATE

	The Surveyor presented the drainage board with an Order setting a public hearing date on the John Jordan Ditch #238 for June 3, 2013 at 1:15 p.m. in the Commissioner’s Room of the Jasper County Courthouse.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the signing of the Order setting a public hearing date on the John Jordan Ditch #238 for June 3, 2013 at 1:15 p.m. in the Commissioner’s Room of the Jasper County Courthouse.

JASPER COUNTY AIRPORT DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENT – UPDATE
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano, Jasper County Surveyor, stated a drainage plan had been approved by the drainage board on December 5, 2012 for the Jasper County Airport Drainage Improvement.  

	Urbano stated there currently is construction taking place at this time.  Urbano inquired if the drainage board members were aware of a private tile which runs underneath the proposed detention pond which is almost ready to be constructed.  Urbano stated this private tile drains the majority of the County farm.  Urbano stated currently there is only a couple of feet of cover of earth above the tile and the movement of large equipment over this tile would more than likely destroy it.  Maxwell inquired what the depth of the proposed detention pond is expected to be.  Urbano responded that his recollection is the proposed detention pond is not to hold water most of the time, therefore is suppose to be rather shallow.

	Urbano inquired if the board would agree that a couple of air wells need to be installed to relieve some of the pressure coming off the tile.  Richard Maxwell stated he would like to see the tile cut at the detention pond and install an air well to take the pressure off the tile then releasing the water slowly into the outlet at the detention pond.

	Urbano stated the contractor working at the Jasper County Airport inquired if the drainage board was willing to take the responsibility of the cost of any air wells needed for the installation of the detention pond.  Maxwell responded the contractor is responsible for the cost of any air wells that are required for the installation of the detention pond.

DEHAAN DITCH #146 – CULVERT REPLACEMENT CONTINUED
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	During the March 4, 2013 Jasper County drainage board meeting it was discussed the Town of DeMotte had been made aware of new FEMA flood maps which had been proposed and if unopposed it would place approximately two hundred properties, which are currently not within the floodplain, to be included in the floodplain if the DeHaan Ditch #146 aka Tyler Ditch is not cleaned and four culverts replaced.

	After much discussion during the March 4, 2013 Jasper County drainage board meeting in regards to the cleaning and replacement of four culverts within the Town of DeMotte and DeHaan Ditch #146 watershed area, James Walstra made a motion to commit to cleaning of the DeHaan Ditch #146, replace three culverts necessary, and determine the means of payment in order to facilitate the Town of DeMotte and the timeline in which FEMA will allow in order to prevent approximately two hundred properties from being added to the floodplain.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.  

	The Surveyor stated the office had contacted and met with DEBCO Culverts in regards to the replacement of the three culverts in the DeHaan Ditch #146 as per the request of the Town of DeMotte to remove approximately two hundred properties from being placed within the floodplain by FEMA.  

	Urbano stated the engineering firm for the Town of DeMotte, Abonmarche Engineering, has been unwilling to work with DEBCO Culverts in the matter of the replacement of the culverts within the DeHaan Ditch #146 in the Town of DeMotte.  Urbano stated Peterson is unwilling to give DEBCO the engineering specifications that are needed in order to size the culverts needed replaced.

	Vince Urbano stated he has received a call from FEMA stating they had not approved the plans of the replacement of the culverts in order to remove the approximate two hundred parcels from the floodplain within the DeHaan Ditch #146.

	The Surveyor stated he felt it would not be wise to purchase any culverts for replacement in the DeHaan Ditch #146 until a letter was received from FEMA stating the replacement of the culverts within the DeHaan Ditch #146 would remove the approximate two hundred parcels as presented by the Town of DeMotte.  Maxwell and Walstra agreed.
