	Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

	Jasper County Surveyor, Vince Urbano, advised the drainage board that a petition had been filed on April 10, 2008 with the Jasper County Surveyor’s office for the reconstruction and establishment of a maintenance fund on the John Jordan Ditch #238 county regulated drain which are located in Hanging Grove Township.

	Urbano stated the proposed project consists of reconstructing the John Jordan Ditch #238 to its original configuration.  The John Jordan Ditch #238 county regulated drain has an approximate total distance of 5.31 miles
	
	 The Surveyor stated the estimated total cost of the reconstruction of the John Jordan Ditch #238 is $42,089.755.  The cost for the reconstruction project to the landowners within the watershed will be $2.08 per acre with a minimum of $5.00 annually for a period of five years. The cost to the landowners within the watershed of periodically maintaining the John Jordan Ditch #238 will be $.91 per acre with a minimum of $5.00 annually for a period of four years in order to maintain a balance of $15,087.88.

	John Mandaville, representing Gilbert Family Farms Inc., stated they are in favor of the reconstruction and increase in maintenance fund on the John Jordan Ditch #238.

	Jim Brandenburg inquired where the trees are which need to be removed on the John Jordan Ditch #238 as stated in the Surveyors Report.  Vince Urbano responded many of the trees to be removed on the John Jordan Ditch #238 are at the outlet of the ditch which is a very important area to be cleaned.

	Brandenburg inquired if there is already a maintenance fund established on the John Jordan Ditch #238.  Urbano responded there is a maintenance fund established on the John Jordan Ditch #238 at the top end, but for some unknown reason there was never one established for the bottom end.

	Landowner, Barry Jordan inquired if in the future the entire ditch would be maintained with the new establishment of a maintenance fund on the John Jordan Ditch #238.  The surveyor stated the entire John Jordan Ditch #238 would be maintained by the newly established maintenance fund.

	Jim Walstra made a motion to approve the reconstruction and establishment of a maintenance fund on the John Jordan Ditch #238 as presented.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.
