THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, JUNE 3, 2013 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER), AND RON MCILWAIN (SPECIAL MEMBER FOR KENDELL CULP).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 
	
	Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

RINGEISEN LATERAL #3 TO DENTON #235 AND LATERALS 
	PUBLIC HEARING – HANGING GROVE TOWNSHIP
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Jasper County Surveyor, Vince Urbano, advised the drainage board that a petition had been filed on April 10, 2008 with the Jasper County Surveyor’s office for the reconstruction and the establishment of a maintenance fund on the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals county regulated drains which are located in Hanging Grove Township.

	Urbano stated the proposed project consists of reconstructing the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals to their original configuration.  The Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 county regulated drain has an approximate distance of 3.29 miles; the Jacks Arm #1 to Ringeisen Lateral #3 county regulated drain has an approximate distance of 1.36 miles; and the Speicher Lateral to Ringeisen Lateral #3 county regulated drain has an approximate distance of .25 miles.

	Urbano stated all requests by landowners to have corrugated pipe installed would be at their expense with the approval of the Surveyor’s office.

	 The Surveyor stated the estimated total cost of the reconstruction of the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals is $41,849.55.  The cost for the reconstruction project to the landowners within the watershed will be $2.94 per acre with a minimum of $5.00 annually for a period of five years. The cost to the landowners within the watershed of periodically maintaining the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals will be $1.43 per acre with a minimum of $5.00 annually for a period of four years in order to maintain a balance of $16,706.90.

	Urbano stated all agencies, Army Corp of Engineers, Department of Natural Resources, and Indiana Department of Environmental Management which they have all waived their rights involving no permits in need for the reconstruction of the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals.

	Landowner, Malcolm Cook, stated he had notified the Surveyor of an error in which he believed his parcel of fifty acres soley drains into the John Jordan Ditch #235 and did not believe it drained into the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235.  Vince Urbano replied after being made aware of Cooks concern, the field crew viewed the land in question and made the determination that his property does drain into the John Jordan Ditch #235 and does not drain into the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 therefore a correction was made to allow for the assessments to be collected from Malcolm Cook on the John Jordan Ditch #238 and not from the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235.

	Landowner, Barry Jordan inquired when the reconstruction would begin.  Vince Urbano replied the reconstruction project on the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals would take place during the upcoming fall of 2013 provided the weather cooperates due to the regulations by the agencies.  

	Jordan inquired if the Surveyor would work with landowners in regards to what side of the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 will be worked from.  The Surveyor responded the Department of Natural Resources determines what side of a ditch is reconstructed from.  They usually stipulate the ditch needs to be reconstructed from the least vegetated side.

	Landowner, Jim Brandenburg inquired if the Haskell ground was included within the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals reconstruction project.  Vince Urbano responded the Haskell ground is not included within the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals reconstruction project as it becomes a private drain on the north side of State Highway 114.  However, the watershed does include Haskell because his water does drain into the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals watershed by way of the private drain.

	Ron McIlwain made a motion to approve the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #238 and Laterals reconstruction project and establishment of a maintenance fund.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.
