IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER), AND KENDELL CULP (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 
	
	Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE JUNE 3, 2013 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 3, 2013 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF THE JUNE 3, 2013 RINGEISEN LATERAL #3 TO DENTON #235 AND 	LATERALS PUBLIC HEARING

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 3, 2013 Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals Public Hearing.  Richard Maxwell seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.  Kendell Culp abstained from any decisions in regards to the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals.

APPROVAL OF THE JUNE 3, 2013 JOHN JORDAN DITCH #238 PUBLIC HEARING

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 3, 2013 John Jordan Ditch #238 Public Hearing.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

CASTONGIA’S INC. REMODEL & PARTS EXPANSION – DRAINAGE PLAN
	JEREMY SCHEITLIN, PROJECT MANAGER – TITAN CONSTRUCTION & 	ENGINEERING

	Jeremy Scheitlin, Project Manager for Titan Construction & Engineering presented a drainage plan for a remodel and parts expansion to the existing Castongia’s Inc. building in the City of Rensselaer, Section 19, Township 29, Range 6.

	Scheitlin explained the plan is to construct a small addition to the north side of the existing Castongia’s Inc. building. 	Scheitlin stated the calculations provide information that very little difference would be made in regards to the drainage.

	Jeremy Scheitlin requested permission to proceed with the Castongia’s Inc. remodel & parts expansion per the drainage plan provided.

	Kendell Culp inquired where the runoff water runs to currently.  Scheitlin replied the runoff currently drains into two catch basins.  One of the catch basins is located near County Road 400 South (Wood Road) and the other is located in the existing gravel lot between County Road 400 South and the existing Castongia’s building.  Jon Castongia, owner of Castongia’s Inc., stated the water which is collected in the catch basin in the gravel travels west and then travels south.  The catch basin by County Road 400 South angles to the southeast which dumps into the open ditch.  Maxwell stated this dumps into the North McKinley drain.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the remodel and parts expansion to the existing Castongia’s Inc. building in the City of Rensselaer as presented.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

GENUINE MACHINE DESIGN ADDITION – DRAINAGE PLAN
	JEFF SMITH – TITAN CONSTRUCTION & ENGINEERING

	Jeff Smith, Titan Construction & Engineering, presented a drainage plan for an addition of approximately 2,500 square foot building being constructed to the south of the existing Genuine Machine Design on Drexel Drive within the City of Rensselaer, Section 31, Township 29, Range 6.

	Smith stated the drainage flows into a retention pond on the property.  The new addition will raise the pond level in a hundred year flood by approximately 4.8 inches.  Currently there is an eight inch tile which runs to the retention pond and will remain. All the downspouts will tie into this eight inch tile. This tile is unrestricted and outflows into the retention pond.  Currently the retention pond is 3.5 feet above the invert of the outlet pipe.  Maxwell stated the retention pond then releases into the private ditch by St. Joseph’s College eventually releasing into the Borntrager Ditch #4239 which is free flowing.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the addition of approximately 2,500 square foot building being constructed to the south end of the existing Genuine Machine Design on Drexel Drive within the City of Rensselaer.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

BOB DOBSON – VARIANCE CLARK STREET PROPERTY

	Property owner, Bob Dobson stated he has property on Clark Street, across from Brookside Park, in the City of Rensselaer, Section 24, Township 29, Range 7. 

	Dobson explained he would like to construct a home on this property, but with the setbacks from the city street, State Highway 114, and the Maxwell Ditch #7619 it does not leave enough room for the construction of a home.    

	Dobson requested a variance in order to allow for the construction of a home on his Clark Street property.


	Dobson stated the home directly north of his property is within the seventy-five foot right-of-way of the Maxwell Ditch #7619, leaving only twenty-five feet between the home and the Maxwell Ditch #7619. 

	Maxwell informed Dobson that the Jasper County Drainage Board does not grant variances any longer.  Dobson stated the drainage board should look at each individual situation and not have a policy of no variances granted.

	Dobson stated there are no trees on the Maxwell Ditch #7619 along his property.

	James Walstra stated he is not in favor of granting a variance to Bob Dobson for the construction of a home within the seventy-five foot right-of-way of the Maxwell Ditch #7619.

	The Surveyor stated that area floods and does not feel granting a variance would be a good idea.  Dobson stated the house directly to the north of his property has not flooded in the past.  The water has gotten as close as ten feet from the house.  Dobson stated he has owned this property for forty years and he has never seen this property under water.

	James Walstra made a motion to deny the request to grant a variance for the construction of a home by Bob Dobson on Clark Street in the City of Rensselaer within the seventy-five foot right-of-way along the Maxwell Ditch #7619.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

AMSLER TILE #4673 – REPAIR CONTINUATION
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	During the June 3, 2013 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting the Surveyor advised the board of the Amsler Tile #4673 county regulated drain had blown out along State Highway 14 just west of the town of Parr and had created a large hole which is undermining the highway.  

	Vince Urbano at the June 3, 20143 meeting advised the drainage board that there is not a maintenance fund established to pay for the repair of the Amsler Tile #4673 and inquired if funds could be obtained from the general ditch improvement fund for the repair of the tile.

	The Surveyor stated a contractor has been contacted which would have the proper resources for the repair of the Amsler Tile #4673 and the undermining of State Highway 14.  Grube Construction, Inc. has agreed do the repair work on the Amlser Tile #4673 on an hourly rate, but believes the total cost would probably be somewhere in the neighborhood of $10,000.00.

	Urbano inquired where the funds would be acquired to pay for the repair of the Amsler Tile #4673.  Kendell Culp inquired if funds could be obtained through a maintenance fund prior to the fund being established and paid back to the fund when collections begin.  Jack Haberlin stated if the funds are obtained through the General Ditch Improvement Fund for the repair of the tile, a maintenance fund must be established in order to pay those funds back.  Urbano stated there has already been a petition filed for the reconstruction and establishment of a maintenance fund on the Amsler Tile #4673.  Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, stated if the repair must take place the funds will be coming from the General Ditch Improvement Fund regardless.

	Grube inquired if the county would be able to help with obtaining some of the material in order to save on the cost.  Maxwell replied he felt some material could be obtained by the county in order to save on the cost .

	James Walstra made a motion to hire Grube Construction, Inc. for the repair of the Amsler Tile #4673 just west of the town of Parr on an hourly rate with a total amount for the repair somewhere in the neighborhood of $10,000.00.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion approved.

DEHAAN DITCH #190 AND LATERALS
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated he would like to get started on doing some reconstruction on the DeHaan Ditch #190 and Laterals. James Walstra stated he would like to see things getting prepared in order to receive bids for some reconstruction on the DeHaan Ditch #190 and Laterals.  

	Walstra stated the culverts which were in question with the Town of DeMotte during the March 4, 2013 drainage board meeting should be left as an alternate until paperwork is received stating the culverts would guarantee the properties which would be removed from the flood plain should the culverts be replaced.	

	Kendell Culp inquired if the reconstruction project on the DeHaan Ditch #190 and Laterals would start at the outlet in Newton County.  The Surveyor stated the reconstruction project on the DeHaan Ditch #190 and Laterals would not start at the outlet in Newton County due to the Newton County Surveyor is suppose to be relocating a couple of private ditches prior to the reconstruction project beginning at the outlet.  The Newton County Surveyor has involved the Kanakeee River Basin Commission (which is going to fund a portion of the relocation of the private ditches) and is well aware that Jasper County is beginning to start the reconstruction project.  Urbano stated the Newton County Surveyor has been uncooperative in regards to the reconstruction project of the DeHaan Ditch #190 and Laterals.

	Kendell Culp stated if the Newton County Surveyor is making decisions without consulting the Jasper-Newton County Joint Drainage Board and Jasper County Surveyor in regards to the DeHaan Ditch #190 and Laterals he is taking away jurisdiction of the Jasper County Surveyor who is the Surveyor of Record.

KANKAKEE RIVER – FUNDS RECEIVED
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated the Kankakee River Basin Commission has received $350,000.00 from the State of Indiana for repair work to be completed on the Kankakee River in Jasper County.  Urbano stated there would be some work done on the banks of the Kankakee River near the houses which are in jeopardy on the west side of State Highway 231 and in hopes of getting eight to ten miles of maintenance path created on the east side of State Highway 231. 

TYLER DITCH – WASHOUT
	DON ABBRING – LANDOWNER

	Landowner, Don Abbring presented the drainage board with pictures of a washout which has taken place on the Tyler Ditch.	

	Vince Urbano, Surveyor, stated the Tyler Ditch is part of the DeHaan Ditch #190 and Laterals project.  Urbano stated a couple loads of rip rap will be placed in order to curtail the continued erosion of the bank of the Tyler Ditch.

DITCH SPRAYING - THE DALTONS INC.
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Kendell Culp inquired if The Daltons Inc. have contacted the Surveyor’s office in regards to the continuation of spraying of the three major ditches which were not done to the specifications of the Surveyor in the year of 2012 and when they were going to re-spray.   Urbano replied The Dalton’s Inc. have not contacted the Surveyor’s office in regards to the re-spraying of the three major ditches which did not meet the specifications of the Surveyor in 2012.

	Urbano stated he is in hopes of getting a vehicle in the near future which would allow the field crew of the Jasper County Surveyor’s office to spray all of the ditches and eliminate the hiring of an outside contractor to do the spraying of ditches within Jasper County.
