THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, NOVEMBER 4, 2013 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER), AND KENDELL CULP (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 
	
	Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST 5, 2013 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 5, 2013 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

DOLLAR GENERAL – DRAINAGE PLAN
	WEST CLARK STREET (STATE ROAD 114) – CITY OF RENSSELAER
	SCOTT FOSTER – FOSTER BUILDERS, INC.

	Scott Foster with Foster Builders, Inc. presented a drainage plan for the proposed Dollar General Store to be constructed on the northwest corner of State Highway 114 and Monroe Street, Section 24, Township 29, Range 7, in Marion Township within the City of Rensselaer.

	Foster explained the proposed Dollar General Store is to be constructed just east of the parcel of land currently occupied by Kirby Risk.  Currently there is a small drainage pond with an outlet which ties directly vertically into the existing Zeigler Tile #212 county regulated drain which is in poor condition and deficient.

	Foster stated the proposed construction project and improvements consist of one L-shaped tract of land which will be subdivided into two tracts.  One tract of land being the building site for the Dollar General Store and one which will be known as a Residual Land tract which there are no development plans currently.

	The proposed plan would be to relocate the existing small Kirby Risk drainage pond from its current location to a platted easement area within the subdivision dedicated to storm management. Kirby Risk will have its own detention pond and dedicated outfall. The Dollar General will have its own detention pond with its own dedicated outfall and control structure.

	Foster stated the City of Rensselaer is in agreement of moving the proposed tile into the Monroe Street right-of-way as long as it meets their specifications in running it straight north and tying it into the existing structure which in turn would give the Dollar General a clear path into good 24” concrete piping known as the Zeigler Tile #212 which is not impacted so dramatically as the infrastructure west of the existing Kirby Risk property.  This is all that needs to be done to accommodate the Dollar General Project.

	


	In addition, Foster stated being aware of the poor condition of the Zeigler Tile #212 county regulated tile and the future problems with the drainage of this tile Jasper County and the City of Rensselaer will be having, and the massive cut the tile makes through the property just west of Kirby Risk, it appears it would be in the best interest of all involved while they are in the area and mobilized they are offering  to extend an additional new 24” corrugated plastic tile from an existing structure at the corner of Monroe Street and Vine Street going west along the north end  (outside of the Monroe Street right-of-way) to set a new structure and extend to the west end of the property to another new structure which they intend to furnish and cap it so when a massive re-route of the remaining Zeigler Tile #212  and development of the land just west of Kirby Risk takes place can happen readily.  Also, to begin the re-route process of the Zeigler Tile #212 they would propose to place a structure on top of the Zeigler Tile #212 where it crosses onto this major property to lay a new 15” corregated tile up to the new manhole and down to the east to new 24” tile after they divert the Zeigler Tile #212 flow forever through the new route and abandon the old portion which this new tile would take in its place.

	Foster stated the proposed detention pond is nearly three times the size of the Kirby Risk pond which exists currently and will be maintainable.  The water collected by the Dollar General detention pond will be routed through the newly installed tile avoiding travel through the Zeigler Tile #212 which takes the water from traveling through the problematic area and into the new tile system.    

	Foster stated the newly installed tile on the west side of the Residual Land which Dollar General is proposing to purchase will be placed on their property.  However, if need be, for future expansion of the east property (owned by Huff’s) the fifteen inch tile could be extended south to State Highway 114.  Dick Maxwell stated he felt a twenty-four inch tile on the west side of the Residual Land which Dollar General is proposing to purchase would be more sufficient than the proposed fifteen inch tile.  Scott Foster agreed to comply with the installation of a twenty-four inch tile rather than the proposed fifteen inch tile.

	Maxwell inquired if calculations have been completed on the release rate of the detention ponds.  The Surveyor stated he had viewed the calculations for the release rate of the detention ponds and the impact will be reduced due to the ponds being tripled in size and the release rate will remain as it is currently.

	Maxwell stated due to the additional drain tile being installed on the Dollar General property and Residual Land in the future could be excluded from future upgrade from where the newly installed twenty-four inch tile ends and future tile is installed to State Highway 114.

	Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, stated Dollar General, Residual Land, and Kirby Risk could be excluded from future reconstruction costs, but cannot be excluded from future maintenance assessments.

	Jim Walstra made a motion to approve the drainage plan for Dollar General located at the corner of State Highway 114 and Monroe Street in Marion Township in the City of Rensselaer as presented with the exception of the proposed fifteen inch pipe located on the west side of the Residual Land to be increased to a twenty-four inch tile.  Dollar General, Residual Land currently owned by Dollar General, and Kirby Risk will be excluded from any assessments in the future in regards to reconstruction of the Zeigler Tile #212, but will be included in any maintenance assessments in the future.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

	Vince Urbano requested Foster Builders, Inc. contact the Surveyor’s office prior to the installation of the tile as mentioned during the meeting so a representative would be on site to view the installation.  Scott Foster agreed to contact the Surveyor’s office prior to the installation of the tile as mentioned during the meeting.

MACALLISTER – DRAINAGE PLAN
	STATE HIGHWAY 114 AND AIRPORT ROAD – CITY OF RENSSELAER
	DEBRA HUGHES, P.E. – MARBACH, BRADY & WEAVER, INC.

	Debra Hughes, P.E. with Marbach, Brady & Weaver, Inc. stated MaCallister Agricultural Machinery located at the Northeast corner of State Highway 114 and Airport Road, Section 24, Township 29, Range 7 in Marion Township in the City of Rensselaer has entered into a contract to purchase ten acres.

	Hughes stated the plan currently is to develop the southern five acres of the ten acre parcel to be purchased and leave the northern five acres to be used for agricultural use by rental back to the Kanne family.

	Hughes presented a drainage plan for the proposed MaCallister Agricultural Machinery Site which would consist of a steel structure building 100’ x 120’ (approximately 12,000 square feet) in size which would contain agricultural machinery for sales and service.
	
	Hughes stated a driveway is proposed from County Road 700 West (Airport Road).  The building is proposed to be surrounded by a gravel drive area.  A retention basin is proposed along the east side of the property as well as a drainage swale along the front of the property.  There would also be a swale along the west frontage to capture drainage from the corner in order to direct it to the retention basin.  Also, a swale would be on the north side of the property to prevent the flow of water to the proposed building.  There are some trench drains in the building which would be collected in a pipe and drain into the retention basin.

	Hughes stated the retention basin is designed with some under drains for the purpose of collecting any water which would tend to remain in the pond and there is a restricted release rate through a new pipe which would discharge to the county drainage ditch along State Highway 114.  The existing flow from this site for a five year storm is approximately seven cubic feet per second and they are proposing a restricted release of a little over once cubic foot per second from the site.

	Maxwell inquired where the new pipe would be discharging to.  Hughes responded the water would be discharging to a roadside ditch which then would release to a crossroad thirty-six inch culvert under State Highway 114 which the land naturally drains currently. 

	The Surveyor advised Hughes there is a county regulated tile known as the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 approximately five feet east of the thirty-six inch culvert which drains under State Highway 114.  This county regulated drain does not function properly and during a large rain water flows over State Road 114 and floods the properties on both sides of the highway.  Hughes responded the existing site drains to the location of the thirty-six inch culvert currently and the proposed drainage plan would be decreasing the impact by approximately twenty percent which would be improving the situation.  Acknowledging there is an existing drainage problem with the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 they would want to be a part of any solution.

	Kendell Culp stated the outflow needs to be underground and lead to a good outlet, not just into a roadside swale.

	Jack Haberlin stated the discharge will be less due to the retention pond and restricted outlet.  Hughes stated the swale are used to capture the water flow onsite and direct it properly rather than dumping directly into the roadside swale will be captured and redirected into a hundred year sized detention basin.  Haberlin inquired what the proposed size of the discharge pipe from the detention pond is.  Hughes responded the discharge pipe from the detention pond is proposed to be twelve inch diameter.  Hughes stated there will also be installed a high water overflow.  Haberlin stated a possibility could be to remove the overflow pipe so more water could remain on the site of the proposed MaCallister site.  Haberlin inquired if the flow was restricted by more the twelve inches if the detention pond could handle it.  Hughes replied if the flow was restricted by more than twelve inches the detention pond could handle it.  Hughes explained a six inch pipe could be installed within the twelve inch pipe and restrict the flow of water even further.

	Kenny Haun, City of Rensselaer, inquired if the design specifications used for the development of the property proposed for the construction of the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery Site building were from the county or City of Rensselaer.  Hughes replied she had used the Jasper County Drainage Specifications for the development of the property proposed for the construction of the MaCallister Agriculture Machinery building.  Haun stated the City of Rensselaer’s specifications are more stringent than the county.  The Specifications have been sent to the engineer for the City of Rensselaer, but the results have not been returned currently.  Dick Maxwell stated the county would abide by the specifications brought forth by the City of Rensselaer in regards to the proposed MaCallister Agricultural Machinery Site.

	Vince Urbano stated the county regulated tile, known as the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3, which the proposed MaCallister Agricultural building site would outlet into should be reconstructed prior to any development taking place in its watershed area.

	Kendell Culp stated, in all fairness, a year prior the airport presented a drainage plan (which is on county property) and they were directed by the drainage board to not only help their drainage but also improve the entire drainage situation in the area.  Kenny Haun stated they also had to meet the City of Rensselaer’s specifications.

	Haberlin inquired where the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 outlets into.  Urbano responded the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 outlets into the Paulus Arm #218 county regulated drain.  Hahn inquired if there were any plans to clean the Arm Paulus Arm #218 in the near future.  Urbano responded the Paulus Arm #218 was recently cleaned.  Urbano stated his concern is the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 which outlets into the Paulus Arm #218 is in need of being replaced in order to work properly.

Debra Hughes responded the retention pond is just for the five acres which is being developed.

	Debra Hughes inquired if there is anything they can do with the development of this project to help improve in regards to the poor drainage of the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated tile.  Maxwell responded Hughes could help improve in regards to the poor drainage of the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated tile and the development of this project would be to hold back as much water as possible.
 
	Hughes inquired if the drainage board would prefer the outlet be a pipe outlet and was directed to the culvert in a structure.  Urbano responded he does not feel the outlet being a pipe outlet directed to the culvert in a structure would help the flooding in the field to the south in any way.  It will still continue to flood.  Maxwell stated if MaCallister’s were to hold every bit of their water back and release it slowly it will help the flooding situation to the south.

	Kendell Culp stated he would rather see the outlet of the water from the retention pond tied into a tile rather than by way of a swale.  Dick Maxwell stated the board discourages running surface water onto another property owner and would prefer the water be directed into the county regulated tile by way of a tile which is the main concern.

	  Jay Shininger, MaCallister Agriculture Division Manager, MaCallister Agriculture Division, stated his concern of draining directly into the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated tile rather than surface draining it would backup leading to stagnant water on the property of the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery site which would not be a huge deal as long as it eventually does flow.  Maxwell stated it will eventually flow.  Urbano stated without the reconstruction of the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 if the water drains on the surface of through the regulated tile will back up anyways.  Shininger inquired if the culvert under State Road 114 is to equalize the flow of water between the north and south side of the road.  Urbano stated the culvert under Stated Road 114 is to equalize the flow of water between the north and south side of the road.  

	Debra Hughes stated in regards to detention vs. retention as far as the calculations go there is no outlet calculated meaning that the hundred year maximum there is no outlet allowed in the calculations.  While functionally there is an outlet through the under drains for calculation purposes it’s the maximum for the hundred year.  Haberlin inquired so the only outlet involved is tied into the underground tile.  Hughes responded anything that does not infiltrate will go into the sub-drains and into the outlet.

	Debra Hughes stated there are drains under the detention pond which are proposed to be four inch perforated pipes which could collect into a catch basin and the catch basins rim is set at the top of the storage so there would be no water going out through the top into the catch basin.  The water will be infiltrating into the perorated pipes flowing to the catch basin being restricted by the six inch pipe inside the twelve inch being trickled out at the 1 c.f.s. level which is better than a five year storm rate.

	Haberlin stated MaCallister’s would be responsible for the expense of a catch basin to tie into the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated tile.  Hughes inquired if the expense of a catch basin to tie into the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated tile would be part of the project or during a future assessment.  Harberlin responded the expense of a catch basin would be part of the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery project.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the proposed MaCallister Agricultural Machinery Site with the understanding that the overflow would be reduced the size of the over flow to at least six inches per the counties specifications which would then release into a catch basin that would release into the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated tile.  MaCallister’s would be responsible when and if a reconstruction occurs on the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated tile their share of the assessment.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

	Urbano requested a new revised drawing with the revisions of the outlet for the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery site be forwarded to the Surveyor’s office.  Hughes agreed to forward a newly revised drawing with the revisions of the outlet for the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery site.  Maxwell stated the newly revised drawing should have the specifications required by the City of Rensselaer.

DEHAAN DITCH #190 / NEWTON COUNTY – CLAIM
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano stated he had received a letter from Daniel C. Blaney, Attorney with Blaney & Walton in regards to the DeHaan Ditch.  The letter stated Newton County had completed some work totaling $18,544.51 on the DeHaan Ditch #190 in Newton County which is a Jasper/Newton county joint board county regulated drain. The letter stated these funds need to be paid from the maintenance fund.

	Urbano stated Jasper County is the Surveyor of Record for the DeHaan Ditch #190 county regulated drain and had no idea work was being done on the joint county regulated drain and feels he should be informed prior to work beginning.

JASPER COUNTY AIRPORT – PRELIMINARY DRAINAGE PLAN
	BRAD COZZA, C.M. – AIRPORT MANAGER 

	Kendell Culp explained the Jasper County Airport is requesting to acquire an additional three acres of cropland immediately north of the hay field.  They would like to see the acquired property to hay to slow down the water flow onto the airport property from the north.  

	Culp stated Brad Cozza, C.M., Jasper County Airport had stated this plan to acquire the additional lands was part of the approved drainage plan presented at a drainage board meeting a year or two previously.  Urbano stated he would like an opportunity to review the drainage plans which were presented previously per Cozza.

	The Surveyor advised Cozza to give him a few days to review the previously approved drainage plan and contact the Surveyor’s office.

ROTH DITCH #157 – SURVEYOR’S REPORT
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor, Vince Urbano, presented a Surveyor’s Report for the Reconstruction of the Roth Ditch #157.  The Surveyor stated the Roth Ditch #157 is located in Marion Township and has a total distance of approximately 2.94 miles.

	The Surveyor’s estimated total cost of reconstruction of the Roth Ditch #157 is $14,289.90.  For five years an annual collection of $3.05 per acre and a minimum of $5.00 for tracts of two acres or smaller shall be collected.  Also, the total estimated cost of periodically maintaining the Roth Ditch #157 is estimated to be $3,844.66.  For a four year collection of $1.00 per acre with a minimum of $5.00 for tracts of two acres or smaller shall be collected.

	Drainage Board Secretary, Rhonda Eldridge, presented an order to establish a public hearing date of February 10th, 2014 at 1:00 p.m. C.S.T.

	Jim Walstra made a motion to accept the Surveyor’s Report as presented for the Roth Ditch #157 and to set a public hearing for the 10th of February, 2014.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

WYNCOOP #167 A.K.A. WHITAKER #215 RECONSTRUCTION – ASSESSEMENT ROLL
	RHONDA ELDRIDGE – DRAINAGE BOARD SECRETARY

	Drainage Board Secretary, Rhonda Eldridge, explained the Certification and Assessment Roll for the reconstruction of the Wyncoop #167 was given to the Auditor’s office in November 2011.  During a recent review of the ditches on reconstruction, it was discovered the total assessment for reconstruction was incorrect.

	Eldridge stated Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, was contacted and made aware of the error. 

	Vince Urbano stated he would like to forward to all landowner’s within the Wyncoop #167 watershed a letter explaining the error with a corrected bill.  

	Richard Maxwell stated if the landowner paid the full amount previously (or what they thought was the full amount), there would be no interest if they were to paid the remainder of what is owed in full.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to allow the Surveyor’s office to send a letter explaining the error to the landowners within the Wyncoop #167 watershed with the corrected bill.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	John Casey advised the Drainage Board Secretary, Rhonda Eldridge, to contact him to help with composing the letter and direct a drainage board member to review the letter prior to sending them out.  Richard Maxwell advised to e-mail the drafted letter to him for review prior to mailing.

	Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, inquired if the drainage board would prefer him to attend the at the Jasper-Newton County Joint Drainage Board meeting on Wednesday, November 13, 2013 at 9:00 a.m. C.S.T.  Richard Maxwell responded due to Jasper County being Surveyor of Record of the DeHaan Ditch #190 and it is on the agenda, it would be a good idea for Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, to attend the meeting held on Wednesday, November 13, 2013 at 9:00 a.m. C.S.T.
