THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, DECEMBER 2, 2013 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER), AND KENDELL CULP (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 
	
	Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE NOVEMBER 4, 2013 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 4, 2013 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MACALLISTER – DRAINAGE PLAN CONTINUATION
	STATE HIGHWAY 114 AND AIRPORT ROAD – CITY OF RENSSELAER
	DEBRA HUGHES, P.E. – MARBACH, BRADY & WEAVER, INC.

	During the November 4, 2013 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting Debra Hughes, P.E. with Marbach, Brady & Weaver, Inc. presented a drainage plan of the proposed MaCallister Agricultural Machinery located at the Northeast corner of State Highway 114 and County Road 700 West (Airport Road), Section 24, Township 29, Range 7 in Marion Township in the City of Rensselaer.

	Vince Urbano, Jasper County Surveyor, stated during the November drainage board meeting a new revised drawing of the outlet for the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery site was requested to be forwarded to the Surveyor’s office.  Hughes agreed to forward a newly revised drawing of the outlet for the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery site.  Maxwell stated the newly revised drawing should have the specifications which were required by the City of Rensselaer.

	Urbano stated upon receiving and reviewing the revised drainage plan for the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery site, it was noticed there are two pipes proposed to be installed at the bottom of the retention pond.  Urbano stated he felt there should be some clarification on how the two four inch tile were going to be tied into the county structure.  This was not discussed during the November drainage board meeting.  Urbano inquired if these two tiles at the bottom of the retention pond had a direct flow into the county structure and how it is intended to keep the retention pond dry.

	Hughes stated there is a proposed retention basin onsite which is to have two perforated four inch pipes in the bottom.  These tiles are proposed to be buried beneath the ground and surrounded in a gravel trench which would be intended to collect the flow which cannot percolate in or evaporate and transmit overflow to a new structure which would be located at the southeast corner of the site. The top of that structure would be set at the one hundred year storage elevation so that only in the event that there was water in excess of a one hundred year storage calculation, would any water go in the top.  However, at the bottom of the structure is the four inch pipe which would be draining the flow that does not evaporate or percolate in. This flow would be transmitted out through the structure to a new structure to turn the corner and out to the county drain.  Hughes stated they have been asked by the City of Rensselaer to include a forty-eight inch drainage structure at the place where the existing tile is located where the stand pipe is currently.  The existing site for the five year storm has a discharge of 6.15 c.f.s. and the proposed discharge through the four inch pipe would be .21 c.f.s.  Urbano inquired if the outlet of the four inch pipes are going to a twelve inch pipe and then outlet into the county regulated drain.  Hughes responded the four inch pipes will be going to a twelve inch pipe, which will be restricted by a six inch pipe.  Urbano inquired if the overflow is also a twelve inch pipe.  Hughes responded the overflow travels through the same six inch pipe.  Hughes stated if the water should flow up to the one hundred year elevation and water would travel over the top of the structure, it would still be restricted by the same six inch pipe.  Maxwell inquired if the overflow and the two four inch underground pipes flow into the same twelve inch pipe.  Hughes stated the overflow and the two four inch underground pipes flow into the same twelve in pipe which is restricted by a six inch pipe.

	Kendell Culp inquired why the retention pond is proposed to remain dry.  Hughes responded the reason for the retention pond to remain dry is due to the close proximity to the Jasper County Airport and the fear of attracting wildlife.

	Urbano stated the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated drain which the MaCallister property is proposing to drain into has deteriorated and does not function properly, but in the future it appears an adequate outlet could possibly be provided.

	Culp inquired where the tile from the MaCallister Agriculture Machinery site will be tied into the tile and will it be a drop box (a solid) connection.  Jerry Lockridge, City of Rensselaer, replied a manhole with an open grate would be placed over top of the twelve inch tile.  Hughes stated a forty-eight inch diameter concrete structure has been requested by the City of Rensselaer to be included in the project.

	Hughes stated in working with the City of Rensselaer, they requested a spillway out of the top of the retention pond which would be a channeled if the water rise up to a foot and a half over the hundred year elevation, there would be an overflow at that time. This has been included in addition to the overflow pipe which is already proposed to be installed.

	Hughes stated there is no roadside drainage ditch along the east side of County Road 700 West along this property and therefore any high water flows into the field. An option to help with drainage would be to dig a drainage ditch along this area and tie into the already existing ditch. This would allow the road drainage to bypass the proposed building site.

	Haberlin inquired what the storage capacity of the proposed retention pond from when it is empty to when it should happen to go into the hundred year overflow.  Hughes responded the storage capacity of the proposed retention pond from when it is empty to when it should happen to go into the hundred year overflow is 61,000 cubic feet. 

	Jasper County Engineer, Jack Haberlin, stated everything in the specifications is designed
so when the proposed structure is built, there is less water than what is currently and once the county regulated drain is reconstructed, the area will see less water because it will be retained on their property in the retention pond.

	Richard Maxwell suggested if the two four inch tile needed to be installed, they could be capped until the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated drain is reconstructed creating a working outlet.  Hughes stated capping the two four inch tile would leave two to three years without an outlet for their retention pond, therefore, holding water and adding to the danger of wildlife for the Jasper County Airport.

	Maxwell suggested installing one four inch tile under the retention pond rather than two with a sock, and cover with soil as opposed to stone.  This would encourage the water to percolate slower out of the retention pond.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery site as presented with the exception of one four inch tile with a sock being installed rather than two and under soil rather than stone at the bottom of the retention pond.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Urbano requested a new revised drawing for the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery site be forwarded to the Surveyor’s office.  Hughes agreed to forward a revised drawing for the MaCallister Agricultural Machinery site.  

RENSSELAER SOLAR SITE ENTRANCE – SITE ENTRANCE APPROVAL
	PHILIP J LOPRESTO, P.E. – IMPA SERVICE CORP, INC.
	
	Philip Lopresto, P.E., IMPA Service Corp, Inc. presented a site plan for the Solar Park Site Entrance to be located at the end of Maple Street in the city of Rensselaer.  Lopresto stated the plan consists of access to the site for equipment delivery.

	Maxwell inquired if the location for the proposed Rensselaer Solar Site is next to the State Highway garage.  Lopresto responded the location for the proposed Rensselaer Solar Site is next to the State Highway garage and across from National Gypsum.

	Lopresto stated upon the request of the City of Rensselaer, a forty-eight inch drainage tile will be be installed as opposed to the proposed twenty inch drainage tile. This site consists of approximately 8,400 square feet of gravel.

	Maxwell inquired if the location was near the Maple Grove ditch.  Lopresto replied the Maple Grove ditch is on the north side and east side of the proposed Solar Site.  Maxwell inquired the size of the outlet going into the Maple Grove ditch.  Lopresto replied currently there is an eighteen inch corregated tile which outlets into the Maple Grove ditch.  Maxwell inquired if there would be any change into the outlet of the Maple Grove ditch.  Lopresto stated there would be no change in the outlet of the Maple Grove ditch.

	Maxwell stated it appears there will be no effect on the amount of water being outletted into the Maple Grove ditch.

	Maxwell inquired if the entire solar site was going to be gravel.  Lopresto stated just the entrance of the solar site would be gravel. The actual solar site would remain a grassy area or natural ground cover.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the site plan for the Solar Park Site Entrance as presented by IMPA Service.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

RENSSELAER FIRE DEPARTMENT – LAND PURCHASE DRAINAGE GUIDELINES
	KENNY HAUN – CITY OF RENSSELAER/RENSSELAER FIRE DEPARTMENT

	Kenny Haun with the Rensselaer Fire Department explained they have an option to purchase five acres of land just west of Kirby Risk on State Highway 114 in the City of Rensselaer for the purpose of constructing a new fire house.

	Haun stated he spoke with Jerry Lockridge with the City of Rensselaer in regards to the purchase of this property.  Haun and Lockridge concurred it would be best if they are able to purchase this land to relocate the Zeigler Tile #212 county regulated drain which runs diagonally across this property.  If a new tile were run it would be tied into the newly proposed tile which Dollar General will be constructing and running it south of State Highway 114 then going west with it to where the Zeigler Tile #212 is currently at.  Haun stated this new tile would be twenty-four inches in diameter.  Haun stated the City of Rensselaer would put the new tile in if the county Surveyor’s office would agree to help with setting grade and the installation.

	Haun stated the City of Rensselaer would like to recoup the cost of the tile from the other landowners west of the proposed fire house property.

	Richard Maxwell stated during the November 4, 2013 drainage board meeting the proposed Dollar General store agreed to replace approximately two-fifths of the Zeigler Tile #212 on the north side of State Highway 114 and the remaining three-fifths would need to be funded by the remaining three property owner’s on the north side of State Highway 114.  Maxwell stated Tractor Supply store had agreed to pay their portion of the replacement of the Zeigler Tile #212 when the time comes.

	Kenny Haun stated the total estimated cost of the construction of the new Zeigler Tile #212 on the north side of State Highway 114 would be approximately $56,000.00 to $60,000.00.

	Haun stated although ground breaking for the proposed fire house will be approximately two to three years, it may be in the best interest due to rising costs of materials to reconstruct the Zeigler Tile #212 now.

	Kenny Haun inquired if there currently is a maintenance fund on the Zeigler Tile #212 county regulated drain.  Maxwell replied there currently is no maintenance fund on the Zeigler Tile #212 county regulated drain, but a maintenance fund will be established with everyone within the watershed sometime in the future.

	Vince Urbano stated the Surveyor’s office would be willing to help with setting grade and installation of the proposed Zeigler Tile #212 on the north side of State Highway 114.  Haun stated there would be approximately nine hundred and fifty feet of tile installed.

	Maxwell informed Urbano that a cost will need to be set for each of the three landowners by way of a percentage after the new tile is installed.

	Haun reminded the drainage board the land currently has not been purchased by the city fire department and the purchase could possibly fall through for unknown reasons.

	Haun stated he should know within the next two to three weeks whether they will be able to purchase the land.

	Haun stated he is requesting a motion to approve the preliminary plan to install a new tile Zeigler Tile #212 on the north side of State Highway 114 and divide the funds for material among the remaining parcels of land to pay for the material.  Also, Haun is requesting to use the resources of the Surveyor’s office for help in setting grade and installation of the new tile.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                               
	
	Vince Urbano stated when a maintenance fund is established on the Zeigler Tile #212, all property owners within the watershed including those who have contributed to the cost of the reconstruction will be required to pay an assessment.

	John Casey, Drainage Board Attorney, stated not only in this situation are you reconstructing the Zeigler Tile #212, but you are constructing a new drain.  The newly constructed drain is all on commercial property and these property owners are all willing to pay for the construction of the tile.  Casey stated he would not want anything official assessing a property owner with vacant property a large sum of money with the expectation that this be paid immediately or even become a lien against their land.  If this happens to be done without going through the legalities of public notices, etc., there could become legal issues creating slander of title.  Casey stated to his understanding, Tractor Supply has already stated they would be willing to contribute financially to the reconstruction of the Zeigler Tile #212 as drainage approval is requested for future development and the Rensselaer Fire Department is planning on contributing, he would suggest handling the payment for this reconstruction on an individual basis.  The vacant land, when it sells, at the time when they would need to be notified they would be responsible for their portion of the cost for the reconstruction of the Zeigler Tile #212.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the preliminary plan presented for the City of Rensselaer to re-route the Zeigler Tile #212 county regulated drain for the purpose of obtaining the property located just west of the current Kirby Risk within the City of Rensselaer to construct a new Rensselaer Fire House.  The cost of the reconstruction of the Zeigler Tile #212 on the north side of State Highway 114 would be split among the property owner’s from the newly constructed firehouse west to Tractor Supply at a later date.  Also, the Surveyor’s office will help the City of Rensselaer with setting the elevations and installation of the tile.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

JASPER COUNTY AIRPORT – DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT PHASE 2
	ANTHONY LOOS, P.E. – NGC CORP

	During the November 4, 2013 Jasper County Drainage Board Kendell Culp explained the Jasper county Airport had requested to acquire an additional three acres of cropland from the county immediately north of the hayfield for the purpose of sowing hay to slow down the water flow onto the airport property from the North.    The Surveyor responded he would like an opportunity to review the drainage plans which had been presented to the drainage board a year or two previously.

	Tony McMichael NGC Corp, stated since they were not able to complete the entire project previously as expected they would like to re-grade the additional three acres which is being requested to help alleviate some of the water issues which are coming from the north.  The drainage work which was completed near State Highway 114 has helped a great deal, but believe this will help even further before further development of the airport.

	Anthony Loos, P.E., NGC Corp stated on the north side prior to the original interception they will create a new basin with a catch basin and a fifteen inch outlet pipe.  This will collect the water in a smaller pond prior to entering into the pond which was construction last year on the south end of the storm system.  This will hold water for a ten year storm the peak at an hour and forty-five minutes and it will discharge under pressure into a fifteen inch pipe.  Doing this, will alleviate a lot of the existing issues the airport is currently having with the existing outfall across State Highway 114 and will provide another layer of protection against overflow.

	McMichael stated the larger component of this drainage plan is to convert the additional three acres of crop land that is currently in use to a hay crop.  All the water coming from the north is hitting the unstable ground and running and not collecting at the inlet that was previously installed.  By getting the crop land converted to a hay crop and stabilizing the ground, it will collect the water and prevent the heavy rain from flooding the hangers.

	James Walstra inquired how deep the proposed new retention pond would be.  McMichael responded the proposed new retention pond is maximized for a ten year storm event.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the Jasper County Airport Drainage Improvements – Phase 1 as presented. Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

	Richard Maxwell stated if there turns out to be additional drainage issues near the Jasper County Airport in the future, they will be a required to slow the water flow down at an even slower rate. 

RINGEISEN LATERAL #3 TO DENTON #235 AND LATERALS –  MAINTENANCE CERTIFICATION	

	Upon the recommendation of the Surveyor, James Walstra made a motion to approve the certification to the Auditor for the maintenance of the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

JOHN JORDAN DITCH #238 – MAINTENANCE CERTIFICATION

	Upon the recommendation of the Surveyor, James Walstra made a motion to approve the certification to the Auditor for the maintenance of the John Jordan Ditch #238. Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
