THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, MARCH 10, 2014 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER) AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY).
	
	Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE FEBRUARY 10, 2014 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 10, 2014 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

TACO BELL – STATE ROAD 114 AND I-65 – DRAINAGE PLAN
	DOUG HOMEIER PE, PLS – MCMAHON ENGINEERS/ARCHITECTS

	Doug Homeier PE, PLS with McMahon Engineers/Architects presented a drainage plan for the proposed construction of a Taco Bell on State Road 114 just east of Interstate 65 in the City of Rensselaer Section 27, Township 29 North, Range 7 West.  

	Homeier advised the drainage board the proposed drainage plan for Taco Bell was presented and has been approved by the City of Rensselaer prior to presenting to the Jasper County Drainage Board.

	Homeier stated there will be two shallow detention ponds which will be connected by a pipe that will drain with a restrictor to an existing culvert which runs along the south side of State Road 114.  	

	Richard Maxwell inquired if there are any release points in the two drainage areas.  Homeier responded the release points are two natural low points and with a hundred year storm event and the actual release throttle pipe totally clogged the water would not reach the overflows.  If there were two hundred year storm events back to back, the water would naturally flow to the ground adjoining at the south and to the west.

	Kendell Culp inquired where the proposed Taco Bell is to be located.  Homeier responded the proposed Taco Bell is to be constructed directly to the west of the existing Family Express on the south side of State Road 114 near Interstate 65.

	Jack Haberlin stated the drainage plan for the proposed Taco Bell appears to meet the specifications of the Jasper County Drainage Board and feels even more confident in that the City of Rensselaer has approved the drainage as their specifications are stricter than the county’s.

	Maxwell stated he does not agree that if there are two hundred year floods back to back, the water will be flow on top of someone else grou
	Vince Urbano inquired who is responsible for keeping the restrictor pipe clean.  Homeier stated there is a Maintenance Agreement which the owner of the Taco Bell had to sign as part of the approval process through the City of Rensselaer stating the owner is responsible for the maintenance of the pond and keeping it clean.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the drainage plan as presented for the construction of the proposed Taco Bell on State Road 114 east of Interstate 65 in the City of Rensselaer.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

MACALLISTER MACHINERY AGRICULTURE DIVISION FACILITY – REVISED DRAINAGE PLAN – 1998 W CLARK STREET, RENSSELAER – MARION TOWNSHIP
	DEBRA HUGHES, P.E. – MARBACH, BRADY & WEAVER, INC.

	Debra Hughes, P.E. Marbach, Brady & Weaver, Inc. notified the drainage board that after drainage approval was given on December 2, 2013 the F.A.A.  had an objection to the location of the proposed building site for the MaCallister Machinery Agriculture Division Facility.  After some deliberation, it was agreed the proposed MaCallister Machinery Agriculture Division Facility site could be constructed approximately one hundred feet further east than originally proposed during the December 2, 2013 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting.  This objection was due to the airport has a relocation plan for County Road 700 in the future.

	Hughes stated the drainage plans presented and approved during the December 2, 2013 drainage board meeting for the MaCallister Machinery Agriculture Division Facility would remain as it was, just moved to the east one hundred feet.  The drainage basin will be slightly deeper and narrower but the proposed discharge will be the same as presented.  A six inch restrictor will be placed in a twelve in pipe with a four inch under drain.  Kendell Culp inquired if the drainage basin capacity which had been approved previously had changed.  Hughes responded  the drainage basin capacity presented is larger than the previously approved drainage plan specifications, due to the drainage basin being deeper to get the volume needed.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the revised drainage plan for the proposed MaCallister Machinery Agriculture Division Facility located at 1998 West Clark Street in the City of Rensselaer in Marion Township with the understanding that when the time comes for the reconstruction of the Arm #1 to King Lawler Wuerthner Lateral #3 county regulated drain MaCallister Machinery Agriculture Division Facility will be responsible for their share of the drainage assessment.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

LATERAL #3 TO DEHAAN AND DEKOCK DITCH #3054 – PROJECT STATUS UPDATE
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor informed the drainage board that Grube Construction, Inc. would be able to complete the tree work on the Lateral #3 to DeHaan and DeKock Ditch #3054 but would not be able to complete the sediment removal prior to the April 1, 2014 deadline set on the contract.  Urbano stated Grube Construction, Inc. would have to finish the project during the fall of 2014.  

	Jim Walstra stated he had spoke with Grube Construction, Inc. and they had agreed to at
least complete the Lateral #3 to DeHaan and DeKock Ditch #3054 project up to County Road 1400 North prior to the April 1, 2014 deadline set on the contract.

IN-HOUSE SPRAY MAINTENANCE PROGRAM 2014 – SURVEYOR’S REPORT
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor presented the drainage board with a Surveyor’s Report for the In-House Spray Maintenance Program 2014 including twenty-nine (29) county regulated drains namely:  Wyncoop #167; Maxwell #7019; Marion-Bice; Francis Fleet Lakin (White County); Kirkpatrick #98; Hart Lateral; Boor #203; Conn Nagel #3-70; Folger; Claude May #137; Pleasant Hills; Carpenter Creek; Hunter; Gushwa; Kellner; Lateral #77; Wm Hoover #356; Lower Ryan (Pondweed); Paulus Arm #218; Orlando Lane #246; Smith Parker #559; Pullins #4189; Bartoo Schafer #3105; Borntrager #4239; Illiff Slough #12; Simonim #187; Stalbaum #12-68; Sage #193; and Norman #251.

	Urbano stated there are approximately 90.91 miles of county regulated drains to be sprayed during the 2014 season.  The estimated Surveyor’s total cost is $13,479.25.

	Vince Urbano stated the contractor which was to do the spraying on the Oliver Ditch #124 and Denton Ditch #235 in 2013, The Dalton’s Inc., has agreed to spray these drains in order to receive payment, as they were not sprayed to the specifications per the contract.  The Surveyor stated if The Dalton’s, Inc. does not spray these county regulated drains, the Surveyor’s office field crew will spray them.

	Kendell Culp requested on the Lower Ryan in the area where there is CRP ground if it if this area could be sprayed.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the Surveyor’s Report as presented for the In-House Spray Maintenance Program 2014.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

CURTIS CREEK ACCESS ROAD – HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT

	The Drainage Board Secretary presented the Drainage Board with a Hold Harmless Agreement between the Jasper County Drainage Board and Enterprise Products for the construction of an access road along Curtis Creek County Road 300 North in Newton County for their signature as per the February 10, 2014 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting.  

	James Walstra made a motion to accept the Hold Harmless Agreement between the Jasper County Drainage Board and Enterprise Products for the construction of an access road along Curtis Creek County Road 300 North in Newton County.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

RINGEISEN LATERAL #3 TO DENTON #235 AND LATERALS

	Kendell Culp informed the Surveyor the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 which W.J. Misch Excavating, Inc. is currently cleaning needs to be looked at on the north end.

	Culp inquired if the working side of the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals county regulated drain was included in the bid provided to the contractor.  Urbano replied the working side of the Ringeisen Lateral #3 to Denton #235 and Laterals county regulated drain  would be included in the bid provided to the contractor.
