THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, JUNE 2, 2014 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER), AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY).
	
	Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE MARCH 10, 2014 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 10, 2014 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

PHILLIPS TILE #1692 – GILLIAM TOWNSHIP
	JOHNS BROTHERS TILING AND EXCAVATING, INC.
	BOB AND BRUCE WUETHRICH – LANDOWNER

	Eric Johns, Johns Brothers Tiling and Excavating, Inc., representing Bob and Bruce Wuethrich, provided an arial photo showing the Phillips Tile #1692 county regulated tile located in Gilliam Township.  Johns stated the Phillips Tile #1692 does not function properly.  From the head of the adjoining Phillips Ditch #1692 to the property line is a twenty inch concrete pipe and in very good condition then suddenly the tile size drops to fourteen inches and by the time it gets to the end of the tile it is a ten inch tile.  Johns stated when the Phillips Tile #1692 decreases from twenty inches to a fourteen inches, Bob and Bruce Wuethrich are wanting to run a new smooth core fifteen inch pipe, crossing the road, and ending at the Phillips Ditch #1692 county regulated drain.  The plans are to leave the original Phillips Tile #1692 intact by going underneath it with the new tile.  There will be a four foot catch basin at the end of the newly installed tile.  During the process, the plans are to tile Bruce Wuethrich’s forty acre parcel adjoining into the newly placed ten inch tile, eight inch tile, and six inch tile.

	Kendell Culp stated during this process of installing the new tile there are three things which need to be done;  tie the new tile  into a county drain, secondly, to cross through the easement and underneath the existing Phillips Tile #1692; and thirdly to cross County Road 500 North’s blacktop road.

	Culp stated the addition of the newly installed tile will take a lot of pressure off of the current Phillips Tile #1692 county regulated drain.

	Richard Maxwell inquired if the newly installed tile would be a private tile.  Johns replied the new installed tile would be a private tile.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the request presented by Eric Johns, Johns Brothers Tiling and Excavating, Inc., representative for Bob and Bruce Wuetrich in regards to the installation of a private tile near the Phillips Tile #1692 county regulated drain.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

	The Surveyor requested that Johns Brothers Excavating, Inc. contact the office prior to starting the project.  Kendell Culp requested the Jasper County Highway Department be contracted also in regards to the cutting of County Road 500 North.

NIPSCO – RM SCHAHFER GENERATING STATION LANDFILL EXPANSION – PHASE 6
	STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN 
	KERRY DAILY – CHRISTOPHER B. BURKE ENGINEERING, LLC

	Kerry Daily, Christopher B. Burke Engineering, LLC, explained NIPSCO generates a material when burning the coal at the RM Schahfer Generating Station and there is some fly ash which goes up in the exhaust which is collected and bottom ash that is also collected.  When the exhaust is cleaned there is a chemical process which generates another material which is similar to gypsum.  This material has to be placed in a landfill.  The permits from IDEM and the landfill permit are in place for this landfill expansion.

	The proposed site for Phase 6 is being cleared and preparations are being made.  IDEM and Army Corp of Engineers have been contacted in regards to a Rule 5 Permit due to some wetlands in the area.  This particular cell is expected to last at least a couple of years.  This landfill facility to be constructed has a system in place to catch the water that falls on. The water then goes through the material and pumped into a holding pond.  The water is not discharged into any streams when the pond fills up.  The water is then pumped and hauled to a treatment facility.

	Kendell Culp inquired if clay would be brought in to cover the waste material.  Daily responded clay would be hauled in approximately every day to cover the waste material.

	Culp inquired when it was planned to break ground on this Phase 6 project.  Kerry replied the plan is to break ground on Phase 6 project as soon as possible.

	Culp stated the Jasper County Commissioners would like NIPSCO officials present to answer questions in regards to zoning, road bonding, landfill/tipping fee, and they would like to know what the future and how many phases are included in this project prior to giving any approval for this project.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to table the request for the RM Schahfer Generating Station Landfill Expansion Phase 6 Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan until NIPSCO officials are able to meet with the Jasper County Commissioners and answer questions in regards to zoning, road bonding, landfill/tipping fee, and the future of this project.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

KAEB PROPERTIES – PRELIMINARY DRAINAGE PLAN
	INTERSECTION STATE HIGHWAY 49 AND STATE ROAD 14
	LES KAEB – KAEB SALES, INC.

	Les Kaeb, Kaeb Sales, Inc., presented a drainage plan for the construction of a commercial site at the northeast corner of State Highway 49 and State Road 14, Section 19, Township 30, Range 5 in Barkley Township.  

	This commercial site will have the purpose of being a retail business for the dairy farms.  Richard Maxwell inquired the acreage of the parcel to be constructed for the commercial site.  Kaeb responded the parcel to be constructed for the commercial site will be comprised of five acres.

	Maxwell inquired if Jack Haberlin had reviewed the drainage plan for the construction of a commercial site for Kaeb Properties.  Haberlin responded he had received the drainage plan for the construction of a commercial site for Kaeb Properties which was designed by Plumb-Tuckett & Associates and they are a reputable firm.

	Maxwell inquired if the Callahan Ditch county regulated drain, which is just north of the construction site, is in need of being cleaned.  Vince Urbano stated the Callahan Ditch county regulated drain which is just north of the construction site was recently cleaned and in good condition.

	Maxwell inquired if the roadside ditch is capable of handling a twelve inch overflow.  Urbano stated he had not reviewed the roadside ditch due to it being controlled by Indiana State Highway Department.  Urbano stated the plans are designed for a hundred year flood and possibly a reducer could be used if necessary.  Culp stated the detention pond appears to be shallow.  Maxwell stated the area is wet most of the time and the detention pond will be holding water frequently.  Maxwell stated he would like to see a reducer put in place.

	Kendell Culp inquired if a berm was being constructed on the north end of the property.  Kaeb state a berm is being constructed on the north end of the property.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to accept the drainage plans for the Kaeb Properties, LLC as presented with the exception of a six inch restrictor be put in place rather than the twelve inch restrictor.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

MIKE PRUITT – TIRE DAMAGE DUE TO SURVEY MONUMENT LID
	COUNTY ROAD 1080 WEST AND BUNKUM ROAD
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor provided a photo and the actual survey monument lid which caused damage to the tire of a vehicle owned by Jasper County Resident, Mike Pruitt.  Vince Urbano stated Mr. Pruitt had inquired if there could be any compensation for the cost of the damaged tire due to the loosened survey monument lid.

	It was determined by the drainage board the damage caused to the tire by the survey monument lid  is a road hazard and there is no fund for any reimbursement for the damaged tire to landowner, Mike Pruitt’s vehicle.

	Upon the recommendation of the Surveyor, Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the certification to the Auditor for the Maintenance of the Roth Ditch #157.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

SURVEYOR’S OFFICE BACKHOE FIRE- DISCUSSION
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor advised the Drainage Board that the Surveyor’s office backhoe caught fire and was completely destroyed.  Urbano stated the insurance company has been notified and they are performing the appropriate steps for reimbursement.

	Urbano stated the insurance adjuster felt the fire may have been caused by a wiring issue.
