Public hearing held pursuant to notice published June 11, 2014 in the Rensselaer Republican, a daily newspaper of general circulation printed and published in Jasper County, Indiana; also pursuant to notice to adjacent landowners given by certified mail, return receipts requested. All as shown by the affidavit of Marlene Taden, Clerk of the Rensselaer Republican, and return receipts submitted by the applicant.


Robert Murray was present and stated that Richard and Patty Gann are his in-laws. They were granted a variance last month from the Board of Zoning Appeals on the road frontage. The frontage requirement is 250ft. and they had 162 ft. They are asking for primary approval to replat lot 14 Wood’s subdivision into a 2-lot replat. Lot 14A will have 10.005 acres and Lot 14B will have 2.00 acres. The property is currently vacant and they both will build their homes on the proposed lots. Soil samples have been done.


Jim Martin asked if the property was sand.


Bryan Overstreet replied affirmatively. 


Sandra Putt asked if anyone present had any opposition to the application. A letter was presented to the Board members from Ed & Judy Erdelac stating their concerns.

Ed and Judy Erdelac were present and stated that they own the property to the south of the proposed replat application. They are concerned about two driveways going in because there is a hill located in the proposed area. They heard that they will be putting in two ponds on the properties, is that true? They are concerned about this causing erosion. 

Robert Murray replied that there is a valley that comes together and they are using the berm to fill it in and use that as their driveways. They are pushing the hill down that is located along the front. They are proposing to put 2 driveways in. They are using the soil from the back to fill the front yard, so they may end up having a pond, but not two ponds. 

Bryan Overstreet made the motion to grant primary approval for the 2-lot replat. Motion was seconded by Justin Rodibaugh and carried unanimously.

Attorney Sammons stated that there is a motion to approve the application, and the board must consider the findings in Article 9, Subdivision of Land: Primary Plat 9.15 (F)(7)(b)(i) through (v). 

Sandra Putt then read these to the Board:
i. The subdivision of land is consistent with the Jasper County Comprehensive Plan.
The board unanimously voted that the applicant met the requirements of (i). 
ii. The subdivision of land satisfies the development requirements of Article 6: Subdivision Types.
The board unanimously voted that the applicant met the requirements of (ii).
iii. The subdivision of land satisfies the standards of Article 7: Design Standards.

 The board unanimously voted that the applicant met the requirements of (iii).
iv. The subdivision of land satisfies any other applicable provisions of the Unified Development ordinance;

The board unanimously voted that the applicant met the requirements of (iv).
v. The subdivision of land satisfies the construction requirements of the Jasper County’s Construction Standards.

The board unanimously voted that the applicant met the requirements of (v).
