THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, JULY 7, 2014 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER), AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY).
	
	Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE JUNE 2, 2014 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 2, 2014 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

IBEC – RENSSELAER – TANK ADDITION & SECONDARY CONTAINMENT BERM RECONSTRUCTION
	ERICH T. HART, PE – TBIRD DESIGN SERVICES CORP.

	Erich T. Hart, P.E., TBird Design Services Corp. presented a set of construction plans in regards to the construction of a tank addition and secondary containment berm for the Iroquois Bio Enery Company (IBEC).  This will take place on the southwest quarter of Section 25, Township 29 North, Range 6 West in Marion Township.

	Hart stated there is an existing secondary containment area currently which was added on after the tanks were originally built, therefore there is a need for additional volume.  This is going to be replaced with one which is approximately eighty feet wide and will be widened an additional fifty feet.  It will be replaced with a new membrane which allows for the construction of two new foundations and one tank will be placed on it.  The existing tanks have the capacity for seven hundred fifty thousand gallons of the final product.

	Hart stated in submitting this to the drainage board, this addition is not changing anything other than making the containment area larger which will reduce the discharge.  Any water which falls on the project area will be contained.  Three days after this water is contained it will be tested.  At this point, if the water is proven to be clean it will be manually pumped and released on their property.  This property is designed to not release any water from it and it sheet flows into the field where the farmer cultivates and it either infiltrates or it collects in a low area.  There is an emergency route and it is designed to flow into the roadside ditch which crosses through an existing culvert and flows north into the legal drains (Sage Ditch #193 the into the Lower Ryan Ditch).

	Maxwell inquired if there will be two containment tanks added.  Hart responded there will be one containment tank added at this time, but eventually there will be two containment tanks added, although the foundations for both will be constructed with the earthwork which is planned to take place.

	Kendell Culp inquired if a berm was being constructed as well.  Hart responded a berm of approximately five feet in height and twelve feet wide at the top with four to one side slopes will be constructed.  There is an existing smaller berm.  The reason for a larger berm planned is to accommodate the foundation construction.  There is over a significant amount of containment needed for the type of tanks and size planned.  The tank foundations are fifty-eight feet in diameter in the long dimension that is two hundred ten feet in the short dimension this is one hundred thirty feet center to center.  There is a spillway between the new berm and the existing so all the work is done to provide the additional storage.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the construction of a tank addition and secondary containment berm at the Iroquois Bio Energy Company (IBEC) as presented by Erich T. Hart, PE, TBird Design Services Corp.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

NIPSCO GOODLAND MONTICELLO – OVERHEAD TRANSMISSION LINE REBUILD
	SEAN B. FOX – NATURAL RESOURCE PERMITTING COORINATOR 2

	Sean B. Fox, Natural Resource Permitting Coordinator 2, NIPSCO advised the Drainage Board of the replacement of each existing utility pole with a new pole and adding new conductors as well to connect the substation in Goodland to the substation in Monticello down State Highway 24.

	Richard Maxwell inquired how many poles will be replaced within the drainage easements.  Vince Urbano stated there are several poles to be replaced that will infringe on the drainage easements.

	Fox stated it will be a pole for pole replacement.  Maxwell inquired if the replacement poles will be placed in the same exact place as the existing poles.  Fox responded not all the replacement poles will be placed in the same exact spot as the existing poles, but will be in a very close proximity.  

	Maxwell inquired if there was any sort of an agreement with NIPSCO for any type of damage to a county regulated tile during pole replacement. Urbano stated he was not aware of any agreement within the Surveyor’s office with NIPSCO in regards to any damage which may occur during pole placement/replacement.  

	Jack Haberlin, Jasper County Engineer, suggested the execution of a Hold Harmless Agreement for the purpose of any county regulated tile which may be damaged during the installation of a pole by NIPSCO.  Kendell Culp stated a Hold Harmless Agreement satisfies the needs of the Jasper County Drainage Board, but does not protect the private landowners which may have tile that may be damaged during the pole replacement.

	Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, stated most utility poles are not placed on private property.  By state statue NIPSCO has a right to go down the right-of-ways of roads.  

	Fox stated NIPSCO is obtaining all the necessary permits for this project.

	Richard Maxwell stated the NIPSCO Goodland Monticello Overhead Transmission Line Rebuild project could proceed with the execution of a Hold Harmless Agreement.

TOWN OF DEMOTTE – CULVERT REPLACEMENT – 8TH AVENUE
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano explained the town of DeMotte notified the Surveyor’s office of a culvert on 8th Avenue in the town of DeMotte which had collapsed and was in need of being replaced.  James Walstra stated in meeting with the town of DeMotte, it was decided the Jasper County Drainage Board would supply only the cost of the culvert and to assemble it and the town of DeMotte would perform the labor to install the replacement culvert as well as repair the road.

	Walstra stated the replacement culvert on 8th Avenue in the town of DeMotte has been ordered through Debco and should be delivered within ten days.  

	Urbano stated the collapsed culvert on 8th Avenue in the town of DeMotte was going to be replaced sometime in the future to satisfy FEMA during an upcoming cleaning of the DeHaan Ditch project.  The collapsing of this culvert is causing an obstruction within a county regulated drain and is in need of being replaced.

	Richard Maxwell stated the culvert could be paid for out of the General Ditch Improvement Fund but would need to be reimbursed when assessments are collected for the DeHaan Ditch project.

	Landowner, Bernard Seegers, inquired if the replacement culvert would meet the flood plain regulations.  Urbano responded the town of DeMotte is responsible for the installation of the replacement culvert on 8th Avenue in the town of DeMotte with the supervision of the Jasper County Surveyor’s office.  The replacement culvert will be placed very equivalently to the culverts current position.  Walstra stated the engineers design will be followed for flood plain.  Urbano stated the engineering firm, Abonmarche Consultants, LLC, was contacted and all specifications were met to meet the flood plain standards and the engineer’s guidelines are being followed.

LATERAL #31 TO BELSTRA #175 – REQUEST TO FILL IN COUNTY REGULATED DRAIN
	SHELLY BULLARD – PROPERTY OWNER

	The Surveyor stated he had been contacted by property owners, Deryel and Shelly Bullard, 12032 N 900 W, DeMotte within Richlyn Estates Subdivision in regards to a request to fill in the county regulated drain known as the Lateral #31 to Belstra #175  in front of their property in Section 28, Township 32, Range 7 in Keener Township.

	Vince Urbano stated in viewing the county regulated drain it was observed the adjoining neighbor to the Bullard residence had sometime in the past filled in the drain in front of their property replacing it with a tile.  Urbano stated the Bullards would like to continue with the tile through their property.

	Shelly Bullard stated the Lateral #31 to Belstra #175 county regulated drain is fairly deep and is hard to maintain.  Urbano stated he thought as long as the Bullards would maintain grade and would not be holding the flow of water up on any neighbors, filling in the Lateral #31 to Belstra #175 and placing a tile should be fine.

	Bullard stated the plans are to hire a contractor to place the tile appropriately, which would involve making sure it is the correct grade to allow for adequate flow.

	Maxwell stated the same size tile should be installed as the adjoining neighbor had installed.  Urbano stated it is a twelve inch tile which the adjoining neighbor had installed and he had advised the Bullard’s to continue with the installation of a twelve inch tile.

	The Surveyor requested to be notified when the tile is being installed so he could view that it was being installed appropriately.

	Kendell Culp approved filling in the Lateral #31 to Belstra #175 at the property of Deryel and Shelly Bullard located at the address of 12032 N 900 W, DeMotte, within the Richlyn Estates Subdivision replacing it with a tile equivilant to the adjoining neighbor.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

NIPSCO – RM SCHAHFER GENERATING STATION LANDFILL EXPANSION – PHASE 6
	STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN 
	KERRY DAILY – CHRISTOPHER B. BURKE ENGINEERING, LLC

	During the June 2, 2014 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting Kendell Culp made a motion to table the request for the RM Schahfer Generating Station Landfill Expansion Phase 6 Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan until NIPSCO officials were able to meet with the Jasper County Commissioners to answer questions in regards to zoning, road bonding, landfill/tipping fee, and the future of the project.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion was approved.

	Kendell Culp stated the questions which were tabled during the June 2, 2014 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting were answered during the July 7, 2014 Jasper County Commissioner’s meeting.

	Kerry Daily, Christopher B Burke Engineering, LLC, presented a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan with an addendum from when it was viewed during the June 2, 2014 Drainage Board meeting. This addendum includes an onsite borrow area which will be caddy-cornered from the landfill area and directly across the road.  The borrow area will be used for structural fill for the landfill area.  The material from the borrow area will go under twelve inches of compacted clay liner.  Covering the clay liner will be a 16 mil liner.  On top of the 16 mil liner will be collection piping (which collects any leaching and carries it to a collection pond).  There will then be  twelve inches of a granular drainage layer.  On top of the granular drainage layer will be eighteen inches of protective covering.

	Daily stated this plan has been presented to the SWCD which they issued a no review waiver, the notice has been published in the newspaper, and paperwork for IDEM has been issued.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the NIPSCO RM Schahfer Generating Station Landfill Expansion Phase 6 Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan and addendum as presented.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.


ROADSIDE DITCH CLEANING – MILROY TOWNSHIP
	MARGARET AGNEW - JASPER COUNTY RESIDENT

	Jasper County resident, Margaret Agnew, stated she lives on County Road 80 West just off of State Highway 16.  There is a roadside ditch just south of where she resides which is in great need of being cleaned.  

	Vince Urbano stated the ditch which Agnew is referring to is a roadside ditch that flows south and drains into the county regulated drain known as the Ham Lateral #2 to Lakin #230.  Urbano stated the roadside ditch is maintained by the County Highway department.

	Urbano stated the roadside ditch Agnew is referring to does hold back water and has a few slide off’s restricting the flow of water.

	Richard Maxwell stated he will speak with the County Highway Road Foreman and have him review the condition of the roadside ditch which Agnew is referring to.

JOSEPH NAGEL #155 – SURVEYOR’S REPORT
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR 
	The Surveyor, Vince Urbano, reported there are approximately 1,121.3945 acres in the watershed for the Joseph Nagel #155.  The estimated total cost of reconstruction for the Joseph Nagel #155 is $31,191.00 and would be collected at a rate of $27.81 per benefitted acre with a $5.00 minimum for a period of five years.  The cost of periodically maintaining the Joseph Nagel #155 would be collected at a rate of $10.00 per benefitted acre with a $5.00 minimum per acre for a period of four years or until the maintenance balance equals $11,214.48.

	Kendell Culp made a motion for the Surveyor’s office to notify the landowner’s in the Joseph Nagel #155 watershed that on the 2nd day of September, 2014 at 1:00 p.m. there will be a Public Hearing held at the Jasper County Courthouse in the Commissioner’s Room, Rensselaer, Indiana  concerning the reconstruction of the Joseph Nagel #155.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

LAWTON #166 & LATERAL #1 TO LAWTON #166 – SURVEYOR’S REPORT
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor, Vince Urbano, reported there are approximately 1,652.9143 acres in the watershed for the Lawton #166 & Lateral #1 to Lawton #166.  The estimated total cost of reconstruction for the Lawton #166 & Lateral #1 to Lawton #166 is $36,800.00 and would be collected at a rate of $22.23 per benefitted acre with a $5.00 minimum for a period of five years.  The cost of periodically maintaining the Lawton #166 & Lateral #1 to Lawton #166 would be collected at a rate of $5.87 per benefitted acre with a $5.00 minimum per acre for a period of four years or until the maintenance balance equals $9,917.38.

	Kendell Culp made a motion for the Surveyor’s office to notify the landowner’s in the Lawton #166 & Lateral #1 to Lawton #166 watershed that on the 2nd day of September , 2014 at 1:15 p.m. there will be a Public Hearing held at the Jasper County Courthouse in the Commissioner’s Room, Rensselaer, Indiana  concerning the reconstruction of the Lawton #166 & Lateral #1 to Lawton #166.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

SURVEYOR’S OFFICE BACKHOE REPLACEMENT DISCUSSION
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	During the June 2, 2014 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting the Surveyor advised the Drainage Board that the Surveyor’s office backhoe caught fire and was completely destroyed.  Urbano stated the insurance company had been notified and they were performing the appropriate steps for reimbursement.  Urbano stated the insurance adjuster felt the fire may have been caused by a wiring issue. 

	The Surveyor has since received an offer from the insurance company in the amount of $33,000.00.  Vince Urbano inquired if the Drainage Board was satisfied with the amount of the insurance settlement proposed or if they would like him to make a counteroffer.  Kendell Culp stated he felt the Surveyor should make a counteroffer of a larger amount of insurance settlement.  Urbano stated he will make a counteroffer of somewhere in the range of  $38,000.00 to $42,000.00.

	Urbano stated after speaking with equipment dealers, it has been the consensus the offer proposed by the insurance company is fairly low. 

	Urbano stated he felt it would be a good idea to use the insurance funds received to purchase the County Highway department a newer trailer and backhoe and the Surveyor’s office would be satisfied to adopt the backhoe which the County Highway department currently has in their possession.
