MAX L FARMS, LLC – DRAINAGE PLAN
	CR 170 WEST – BARKLEY TOWNSHIP
		TURNING POINT SURVEYING, INC. – KEVIN SAYERS

	Kevin Sayers, Turning Point Surveying, Inc. presented a drainage plan for the proposed Max L Farms, LLC located on County Road 170 West in Barkley Township.

	Sayers stated Max L Farms, LLC is proposing to construct a building on their property.  It is also proposed to construct a driveway which continues from an existing drive on the east side of the property and continues to County Road 100 South.  
	
Sayers stated currently there is no roadside swale or existing drainage for this piece of property.  It is proposed to construct a roadside swale along the drive and to the north end of the property in order to allow the surface water to drain into the fields.  The proposed plan is to detain all surface water on site. The proposed swale will have five to one side slopes and also five to one side slopes off the building.  It is proposed to install a structure up through the center of the two buildings and drain to the field which will consist of the fifty to one side slope.

	Kendell Culp voiced his concern that the surface water will run onto the adjoining properties and eventually run to the Folger Ditch #2940 county regulated drain.  He would like to see the water drain into a surface drain rather than run onto adjoining properties.

	Richard Maxwell inquired if a berm could be constructed to hold the water on site if necessary.  Sayers responded a berm could be constructed to hold the water on site if necessary.
Culp stated he would prefer the surface water retained on the property.

	Sayers stated a 1-1/2 to 2 foot berm could be constructed on the side and also a swale with a 5: 1slope in order to hold water on site.  He may also add some rip rap in order to ensure the corner of the berm remains intact.

	Culp inquired where the proposed roadside swale will be located in regards to the road.  Sayers responded the intent is to place the roadside swale between the utility poles and the road.  Jack Haberlin advised Sayers to check with REMC for the sake of placing a culvert in order to prevent any weakening of the poles.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the proposed Max L Farms, LLC as presented with the modification that a 1-1/2 to 2 foot berm be construction on the side and also a swale with a 5: 1slope to hold water on site.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

COMFORT SUITES – DRAINAGE PLAN

Kevin Sayers, Turning Point Surveying, Inc. presented a drainage plan for the proposed Comfort Suites located at the corner of Interstate 65 and State Highway 114 in Newton Township within the City of Rensselaer.

Sayers state the proposed Comfort Suites is a three story building with paved parking throughout and a crushed aggregate truck parking area in the rear of the building.

Sayers stated the proposed Comfort Suites drainage plan has been approved by the City of Rensselaer recently.

Sayers stated the drainage would consist of a detention area on the south side and east side of the proposed building.  This detention area is designed to allow for an additional two feet of freeboard on top of the required detention to prevent from water overflowing into the street.  This proposed detention ties into the existing drainage system which flows into the county regulated drain known as the Pancoast Ditch #105.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the drainage plan as presented for the proposed Comfort Suites located at the corner of Interstate 65 and State Highway 114 in Newton Township within the City of Rensselaer.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

FERN MCKILLIP DRAIN #628 – WAIVE RIGHTS
