THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, AUGUST 3, 2015 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER), AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), AND JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER) AND ALAN SHANKS (GIS COORDINATOR). ABSENT WAS RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY).

Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE JULY 6, 2015 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 6, 2015 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

BELSTRA MILLING – LATERAL #3 TO DEHAAN #190 – RIGHT-OF-WAY REDUCTION REQUEST
	DOUG HOLMEIER – MCMAHON GROUP

	Doug Holmeier, McMahon Group, presented a site plan for an addition to the existing Belstra Milling facility located within the Town of DeMotte. 

	Holmeier stated the plan consists of the reduction of the seventy-five foot right-of-way on the east side of the Lateral #3 to DeHaan #190 county regulated drain to a twenty-five foot right-of-way.

	Richard Maxwell stated the drainage board does, not under any circumstances, grant variances on the right-of-way of any county regulated drains.

	Holmeier stated he would redesign the site plan to remove all structures out of the drainage right-of-way and present a new site plan during the September, 2015 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting.

ROSE ACRES FARMS TRANSFER FACILITY – DRAINAGE PLAN
	KEVIN SAYERS – TURNING POINT SURVEYING, INC.

	Kevin Sayers, Turning Point Surveying, Inc., presented a drainage plan for the proposed Rose Acres Farms Transfer Facility located at 13688 S. US 231 in Remington, Carpenter Township near State Highway 231 and Interstate 65.  

This drainage plan consists of construction of two buildings, a proposed truck wash and inedible transfer building and a proposed transfer/cooler building. 

	The plan is to use a portion of the existing drainage system to the south and recreate the detention pond, which has been neglected and filled in and is currently nonfunctional.  The outlet remains in place as well as the pipe for the site.  The flow will be released through the regular swale out to State Highway 231.  The north part of the property will be converted from one detention pond to another which will overflow into another detention pond during a hundred year flood this will then make the other detention pond overflow to State Highway 231and flows into a culvert which crosses the county road and out  eventually flowing to the next borrow pond area.

	On a normal rain event all water will be retained onsite within the three detention ponds.  For a hundred year flood event and above the water will fill all three ponds.  In addition, all three of the detention ponds collectively collect approximately .6 or .7 acre feet of storage.  The detention ponds are flat and shallow, so there is a lot more surface area to take away the water as well.

	Jasper County Engineer, Jack Haberlin stated he reviewed the drainage plan for the proposed Rose Acres Transfer Facility and it meets with the specification for drainage within Jasper County.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the proposed Rose Acres Transfer Facility as presented.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

JOSEPH NAGEL DITCH #155 – CULVERT PLACEMENT AND WASHOUT
	ROBERT D. LEWIS AND RANDY LEWIS – LANDOWNERS

	Randy Lewis stated the Joseph Nagel Ditch #155 was cleaned recently.  During this process, a culvert was removed and replaced with the same culvert on the Roger Mathew property.  Lewis stated he believes this culvert is undersized and holding back water.

	The Surveyor stated the culvert on the Roger Mathew property was removed during the cleaning of the Joseph Nagel Ditch #155, but when it was replaced it was lowered approximately two feet to match the bottom of the ditch.

	Lewis stated there were no problems with flooding until after the cleaning of the Joseph Nagel Ditch #155.

	Vince Urbano stated he believes the actual restriction is at the county road which is the first place the water is flowing over.

	Lewis stated when the culvert was removed on the Roger Mathew property during the recent cleaning, it should have stayed out or replaced it with a culvert the same size or larger as upstream.

	Culp inquired if water had went over the culvert on the Mathew property during the last significant rain.  Lewis responded the water did not flow over the culvert on the Mathews property during the last significant rain.

	Urbano stated the Mathew crossing is a private crossing and could be ordered to be removed at the owner’s expense by the drainage board.  Urbano also stated he does not feel the Mathew crossing is obstructing any flow of water though.

	Kendell Culp abstained from all matters in regards to the Joseph Nagel Ditch #155 county regulated drain.

	Urbano stated the private culvert of Mathews is five foot in size and the culvert at the county road is six feet in size.

	James Walstra made a motion to order the private crossing owned by Roger Mathew be replaced with one of six foot in size or completely remove the crossing.  Richard Maxwell seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

FIRST REFORMED CHURCH – DRAINAGE PLAN
	RICK EENIGENBURG – HAMSTRA BUILDERS, INC.
	RANDY PETERSON – ABONMARCHE CONSULTANTS, L.L.C.

	Randy Peterson, Abonmarche Consultants, L.L.C., presented a drainage plan for the proposed construction of the First Reformed Church located near the intersection of State Highway 231 and State Highway 10 in Wheatfield Township.

	Peterson stated the proposed site for the construction of the First Reformed Church is a total of 34.53 acres.

	The detention pond size and shape is determined by owner preference as opposed to engineering calculations.  The size of the detention pond is significantly larger than what is needed from a true detention standpoint.  The detention pond is using the standards as required by the Town of DeMotte which is more strict than the standards used by the Jasper County Drainage Board.

	The detention pond is designed to hold water.  In an emergency situation, the water will spill out into a culvert which runs under State Highway 231.

	Richard Maxwell inquired the condition of the Hobbs Ditch #2584 which the culvert under State Highway 231 drains into.  Urbano responded the Hobbs Ditch #2584 is in poor condition and in need of being cleaned.

	Jack Haberlin stated he reviewed the drainage plan for the proposed First Reformed Church and determined when the plan is complete there will be a drainage improvement to the lands affected. 

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the drainage plan as presented for the proposed construction of the First Reformed Church.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

GOFF TILE #1950 – DRAINAGE ISSUE
	UNION TOWNSHIP – TOWN OF FAIR OAKS
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated it had been reported by a landowner within the Town of Fair Oaks of some drainage issues which are taking place.

	Vince Urbano stated some research had been preformed and during the 1990’s the Goff Tile #1950 county regulated drain had been reconstructed and since has not been maintained.  Currently there are trees growing on top and within the right-of-way of the tile creating the drainage issues.  

	Urbano stated there is a currently a maintenance fund held for the Goff Tile #1950 which holds $5,419. 90. 

	Urbano stated a contractor needs to be hired to investigate the cause of the restricted flow of water through the Goff Tile #1950 and to replace the tile which would use all the funds within the maintenance fund as well as possible spend additional funds.

	Richard Maxwell advised Urbano to hire a contractor to dig up a few spots with the Goff Tile #1950 to try to determine the problem with the flow of water.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the Surveyor’s office to hire a contractor to investigate the drainage issue with the Goff Tile #1950 county regulated drain and allow for the replacement/repair of the tile as necessary.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

PULLINS DITCH #4189 – OBSTRUCTION
	BARKLEY TOWNSHIP
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano stated the Surveyor’s office had been contacted by landowner, Mark Scheurich, in regards to cleaning the Pullins Ditch #4189 county regulated drain.

	Scheurich inquired with the Surveyor his desire to clean the Pullins Ditch #4189 from County Road 420 West to Division Road with the exception of going through the property owned by Herman Stone at his expense.  

	Kendell Culp stated Harper Brothers own an eighty acre parcel south of Herman Stone and they have granted Scheurich permission to clean the Pullins Ditch #4189 through their property.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the cleaning of the Pullins 
Ditch #4189 county regulated drain from county Road 420 West to Division Road at the expense of landowner, Mark Scheurich.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

** Richard Maxwell opened the floor up for any additional discussions beyond the Agenda**

	James Walstra stated he had been contacted by landowner, Lee Magiera regarding the cleaning of a county regulated drain strictly through his property from the Hodge to County Road 500 West at his expense.  Richard Maxwell responded it would fine from Lee Magiera to clean a county regulated drain strictly through his property from the Hodge to County Road 500 West at his expense.

	Kendell Culp stated he had met with a landowner regarding a pond issue located on County Road 350 West and County Road 250 South.  The landowner blames the flooding issues on a farm pond located in this area which has no outlet.

	Culp stated he want to make sure the appropriate bodies are moving forward on the pond issues which were brought to the board attention during the July 2015 drainage board meeting.

	Vince Urbano stated Louie Nagel had contacted the Surveyor’s office in regards to the abandonment of the Louis B Nagel tile which was initiated in 1991 by his father.  Nagel stated he does NOT want the Louis B Nagel tile to be abandoned, but would rather just have the funds transferred into the Conn-Nagel maintenance fund allowing the funds to continue to take care of the Louis B Nagel tile.
