THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 8, 2015 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER), AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 

Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST 3, 2015 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 3, 2015 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

GOWLAND TILE #179 – PUBLIC HEARING

	Vince Urbano, Surveyor, stated it was requested during the June 1, 2015 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting by landowner, Mike Miller for a portion of the Gowland Tile #179 county regulated drain which runs through his property located in North Marion County south of County Road 100 South (approximately the remaining two hundred feet of the drain which drains into the Iroquois River) to be vacated.  

	Urbano stated it was proposed to construct a rip rap headwall at the point of abandonment on the Gowland Tile #179 county regulated drain to allow the water to free flow over the ground and into the Oliver Ditch #124 county regulated drain.

	Drainage Board President, Richard Maxwell, inquired if there were any objections or comments in regards to the request for abandonment of the Gowland Tile #179 county regulated drain which runs through the property of Mike Miller (approximately the remaining two hundred feet of the drain which drains into the Iroquois River).  There were no objections or comments in regards to the request for abandonment of the portion of the Gowland Tile #179 county regulated drain which runs through the property of Mike Miller.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the request for the abandonment of the portion of the Gowland Tile #179 county regulated drain which runs through the property owned by Mike Miller (approximately the remaining two hundred feet of the drain).  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

BELSTRA MILLING – DRAINAGE PLAN REVISION/CONTINUATION
	DOUG HOLMEIER – MCMAHON GROUP

	Doug Holmeier, McMahon Group, presented an updated drainage plan for an addition to the existing Belstra Milling facility located within the Town of DeMotte. 

	During the August 3, 2015 Jasper County Drainage Board meeting Holmeier presented a plan which consisted of the reduction of the seventy-five foot right-of-way on the east side of the Lateral #3 to DeHaan #190 county regulated drain to a twenty-five foot right-of-way.  Richard Maxwell advised Holmeier that the drainage board does, not under any circumstances, grant variances on the right-of-way of any county regulated drains.

	Holmeier stated the revised plan consists of the removal of the second building and also the removal the proposed pond outside of the seventy-five foot right of way of the Lateral #3 to DeHaan #190.   Along the pond is the throttle pipe and emergency overflow. The purpose of the overflow is if the pond should overflow, it would drain to the Lateral #3 to DeHaan #190 county regulated drain.  

	Holmeier stated on the south end of the property there is an existing crossing on the Lateral #3 to DeHaan #190 which will remain for the purpose of access to the opposite side of the ditch.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the revised drainage plan as presented for an addition to the existing Belstra Milling facility located within the Town of DeMotte. Kendell Culp seconded the plan.  Motion approved.

CREEKSIDE VILLAS PHASE 2 – DRAINAGE PLAN
	KENT SCHUMACHER, CIVIL ENGINEER – THE TROYER GROUP, INC.

	Kent Schumacher, The Troyer Group, Inc., presented a drainage plan for the proposed construction of Creekside Villas, Phase 2 in Remington.

	Schumacher stated Creekside Villas, Phase 1 was completed in 2005.  The original drainage plan had a separate retention pond for Phase 2.  Now the proposed plan is to bring the Phase 2 section (which has been downsized) and drain it into the retention pond on Phase 1.

	Schumacher stated the original retention pond was not constructed as planned and there is a small section which needs to be slightly enlarged and an overflow installed.  This new design will handle all of the proposed Phase 2.  

	Richard Maxwell inquired what change was made from the original Phase 2 and the current Phase 2.  Schumacher replied the original Phase 2 had an additional pond, which is being eliminated, and the current Phase 2 is draining into just one existing pond.  There is plenty capacity in the existing pond to handle the drainage from the proposed Phase 2.  Maxwell inquired where the overflow from the retention pond drains to.  Schumacher replied the overflow from the retention pond drains to the creek.

	Jack Haberlin, Jasper County Engineer, stated the proposed drainage plan for Creekside Villas Phase 2 appears to meet the specifications of the Jasper County Drainage Board.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the drainage plan for the proposed construction of Creekside Villas, Phase 2 in Remington as presented.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried.	

ROSE ACRES FARMS TRANSFER FACILITY – REVISED DRAINAGE PLAN 
	KEVIN SAYERS – TURNING POINT SURVEYING, INC.

	Kevin Sayers, Turning Point Surveying, Inc., presented a revised drainage plan for the proposed Rose Acres Farms Transfer Facility located at 13688 S. US 231 in Remington, Carpenter Township, near the intersection of State Highway 231 and Interstate 65.  

A drainage plan was presented and approved during the August 3, 2015 drainage board meeting.  Due to a variance which was approved by the Planning Commission, the plan is to now construct the proposed truck wash and inedible transfer building and cooler building together.

	The drainage pattern remains somewhat the same as proposed during the August 3, 2015 drainage board meeting.  The pond will be constructed on the south side.  There will be a pipe installed to the retention pond prior to it releasing.  The ponds on the north side have been enlarged slightly making the capacity greater.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the revised drainage plan for the proposed Rose Acres Transfer Facility as presented.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

ROWAN TILE #8438 – DRAINAGE ISSUE
	GREGG KANNE – LANDOWNER

	Gregg Kanne, Jasper County landowner, stated they had received a copy of the Jasper County Drainage Code and had performed some research in regards to filing a petition for the drainage issue regarding the Rowan Tile #8438. 

	Kanne presented the drainage board with a Petition to Jasper County Drainage Board signed by John James Lonergan in regards to the Rowan Tile #8438.

	Kanne stated the Rowan Tile #8438 is a county regulated drain which the drainage board has full jurisdiction over.  The Rowan Tile #8438 in the past was changed to an elevated drain without drainage board approval.

	Kanne read Allege 1 from the Petition to Jasper County Drainage Board which reads as such;  Owner has installed elevated outlet on his property to Rowan drain 8438 at his discretion without Jasper County Drainage authority to do so as to height of outlet causing flooding issues.

	Kanne stated there is four feet of water difference between the height of the land and the water level in the storage area (pond).  Kanne stated this acts as a water tower and creates pressure every foot as .433 pounds of pressure which makes the flow rate in a six inch tile go from 237 gallons per minute to 987 gallons per minute with 1.73 pounds of pressure.  This is three times more than a ten inch tile can handle at normal ten percent grade.  The pressure buildup is causing the flooding issues for surrounding landowners due to the elevation of the Rowan Tile #8438.

	Kanne stated the request by the affected landowners in regards to the Rowan Tile #8438 is the elevated drain be returned back to historical height and size which would prevent further flooding in the area.

	Landowner, John Lonergan, stated if the elevation of the tile were returned back to the original elevation and the surface drain fixed it will alleviate the flooding problems.  Lonergan stated he does not believe in 2002 the drainage board authorized the landowner to place the county regulated drain at the elevated height.

	Kanne stated in the future if there is a farm pond constructed, the board should be aware if the landowner is elevating a county regulated tile to determine the depth of the pond. 

	Kendell Culp stated any landowner is required to obtain permission to tie into any kind of a tile to a regulated drain.

	John Casey, Drainage Board Attorney, stated the drainage board has jurisdiction over regulated drains.  Construction of ponds comes under the BZA and under zoning codes critieria can be set up for constructing ponds. This is not a drainage board issue unless it affects a regulated drain.  If a pond is constructed and they place an overflow into a regulated drain that needs to receive approval from the drainage board, and if approval is not received, it is illegal.  Maxwell inquired if the county regulated drain can be ordered by the drainage board to be placed back to its original level.

	Culp inquired if the landowner of the pond cut the county tile when the pond was constructed.  Kanne stated the landowner of the pond cut the county tile and blocked the overflow when the pond was constructed.

	Lonergan stated the drainage board has the authority to order the county regulated tile to be restored back to its original level.

	Culp inquired if the pond is fed by the county regulated drain.  Lonergan responded the pond is fed by the county regulated drain.  Culp stated he believed if the pond is fed by a county regulated drain that makes the pond part of the regulated drain.  Casey responded if the drain was dammed up to make a pond it does make the pond part of the regulated drain.

	Culp stated the landowner of the pond cut a regulated tile and blocked the outlet, but the inlet still feeds the pond which makes the pond part of the regulated drain.

	Lonergan stated the easiest fix for the drainage issue is to lower the outlet back to its original depth.  Maxwell inquired how far the outlet needed to be lowered for it to be back to its original depth.  Kanne recommended the Surveyor’s office determine the depth the outlet should need to be lowered for it to be back to its original depth.  Maxwell inquired how large the overflow is.  Lonergan stated the overflow is six inches large.

	Richard Maxwell stated a letter needs to be composed and sent to the landowner of the pond advising him to lower the Rowan Tile #8438 county regulated tile to natural ground level and remove the standpipe with a six inch overflow.  The Surveyor is to draft a letter to the owner of the pond and send it to Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, for his approval.

CULVERT PLACEMENT – REQUEST
	EMILY WADDLE

	Landowner, Emily Waddle stated she is the owner of a piece of property on County Road 600 West between Kersey Road and County Road 1350 North.

	Waddle stated she is requesting permission to place a culvert from County Road 600 West to her property for the purpose of a driveway.  She has received her driveway permit from the County Highway Department on September 1, 2015 and the Surveyor’s office has been out and determined a six foot or larger culvert would need to be installed.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the request by landowner, Emily Waddle, for the placement of a six foot or larger culvert for the purpose of entry from County Road 600 West  to her property.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.


INDUSTRIAL PALLET – DRAINAGE APPROVAL
	TRAVIS READER – LOGISTICS MANAGER

	Travis Reader, Logistics Manager for Industrial Pallet stated they had recently purchased property located at 218 West North Street in the Town of Remington for the purpose of extending their trailer parking lot which would be constructed entirely of stone.

Reader stated the Remington Tile #184 county regulated drain is north of the property to be constructed as a parking lot and they would prefer to avoid draining into it if possible.

Richard Maxwell stated he had recently viewed the proposed trailer parking lot purchased by Industrial Pallet.  Maxwell stated he does not believe there will be an issue with drainage, but in the case there becomes a drainage issue in the future, the drainage board would order the drainage to be tied into the Remington Tile #184 county regulated drain north of the property.  Maxwell also recommended the construction of a small berm between the neighbors property to the north to prevent any water from flowing onto the neighbors.

Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the request by Industrial Pallet to construct a gravel trailer parking lot on the property located at 218 West North Street in the Town of Remington.  This parking lot shall have a small berm constructed between the neighbors property to the north to prevent any water from flowing to the neighbors.  If at any time in the future there is an issue with drainage due to the construction of the trailer parking lot, the drainage board may order a tile to be tied into the Remington Tile #184 county regulated drain to the north of the property.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
AMSLER TILE #4673 – SURVEYING BID OPENING
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

The Surveyor presented the drainage board with bids for the purpose of engineering services of the Amsler Tile #4673 which was petitioned for reconstruction and establishment of a maintenance fund on August 12, 2011.

Richard Maxwell stated there were two bids received; Turning Point Surveying, Inc. in the amount of $60,000 and Banning Engineering in the amount of $45,700.

Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, reviewed the bids received by Turning Point Surveying, Inc and Banning Engineering for engineering services of the Amsler Tile #4673.  Casey stated after reviewing the contracts he would like to make the drainage board aware that in the terms and conditions of the contract it states if there is a legal dispute the court proceeding will take place in their home county.  Casey suggested putting something in our bid documents stating conditions which will not accept a venue provision in any contract.

James Walstra made a motion to accept the bid from Banning Engineering for engineering services of the Amsler Tile #4673 in the amount of $45,700.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

LATERAL #3 TO KING LAWLER WUERTHNER SOUTHERN PORTION/PAULUS DITCH – TILE REPAIR
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated he had been contacted by landowner, Walt Stanley, in regards to the poor condition the Lateral #3 to King Lawler Wuerthner county regulated tile which runs through his property at 2765 West Bunkum Road in Rensselaer.

	Urbano stated the Lateral #3 to King Lawler Wuerthner outlets into the King Lawler Ditch #2693 in Stanley’s back yard.  Urbano stated Staney would like to place a new tile within the right-of-way of the Lateral #3 to King Lawler Wuerthner tile through his yard.

	Urano stated Stanley is requesting financial assistance in regards to material for the installation of the new tile which would be placed within the right-of-way of the Lateral #3 to King Lawler Wuerthner tile through his yard.

	Urbano stated the current Lateral #3 to King Lawler Wuerthner tile is eighteen inches in size, but due to the tile being cut off and draining into the Paulus Ditch, the tile size could be reduced to ten or twelve inches in size. 

	The Surveyor stated the King Lawler Wuerthner system had been petitioned on June 1, 2015 for reconstruction, which would include the Lateral #3 to King Lawler Wuerthner tile.

	Urbano inquired if the drainage board would allow Stanley to work within the right-of-way for the Lateral #3 to King Lawler Wuerthner tile to install a new tile.
	Kendell Culp made a motion to reject the request for financial assistance in regards to the material for the installation of a new tile within the right-of-way to the Lateral #3 to the King Lawler Wuerthner tile through the yard of Walt Stanley at 2765 Bunkum Road, Rensselaer.  Stanley is allowed to work within the right-of-way of the Lateral #3 to the King Lawler Wuerthner tile on his property to install a new tile.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.  

RICHLYN ESTATES – REFER TO SURVEYOR
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated on the 22nd day of June, 2015 Jeff Hicks filed a petition for the reconstruction of the tile within Richlyn Estates Subdivision in Keener Township.

	James Walstra made a motion to refer the petition for the reconstruction of the tile within Richlyn Estates Subdivision back to the Surveyor for his report.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

MAKEEVER/HUFF DITCH – REFER TO SURVEYOR
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Kendell Culp abstained from any and all discussion in regards to the Makeever/Huff Ditch.

	The Surveyor stated on the 20th day of August, 2015 Scott Wuethrich filed a petition for the establishment of a maintenance fund on the Makeever/Huff Ditch county regulated drain in Hanging Grove Township.

	James Walstra made a motion to refer the petition for the establishment of a maintenance fund on the Makeever/Huff Ditch back to the Surveyor for his report.  Richard Maxwell seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

DEHAAN #190  AND EVERS LATERAL TO THE DEHAAN #190 – APPROVAL TO RECEIVE BIDS	
VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano stated he would like to propose putting together a project for the Evers Lateral to the DeHaan #190 county regulated drain and would like the blessing of the drainage board to receive bids.

	The project consists of the main DeHaan #190 with travels into Newton County and the Evers Lateral to the DeHaan #190 which drains near the Field of Dream in the town of DeMotte.  These would be done in two separate projects.  Receiving permits from the appropriate agencies is in the process for these projects.

	James Walstra stated his main concern is that the DeHaan #190 would be cleaned from the Newton county line to the Kankakee River.  Urbano responded it is proposed to clean the DeHaan #190 from the Newton County line to the Kankakee River. 

	Urbano stated he will be sending out bids to local contractors for the cleaning of the DeHaan #190 and the Evers Lateral to the DeHaan #190.  After receiving the bids would hold a Jasper-Newton County Joint Drainage Board meeting for the opening and awarding of the contracts.

GOFF TILE #1950 DRAINAGE ISSUE – UPDATE
	VINCE URBANO - SURVEYOR
	
	During the August 3, 2015 drainage board meeting the Surveyor stated it had been reported by a landowner within the Town of Fair Oaks of some drainage issues.  Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the Surveyor’s office to hire a contractor to investigate the drainage issue with the Goff Tile #1950 county regulated drain and allow for the replacement/repair of the tile as necessary.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion was carried.

	Vince Urbano stated after investigating the drainage issues with the Goff Tile #190 in the Town of Fair Oaks it was discovered near the park area in Fair Oaks there are some large trees and the roots causing the drainage issues.  The old clay tile needs to be replaced in the park area due to roots growing into it.

	Urbano stated the Goff Tile #1950 maintenance fund currently has a balance of $5,419.90 which is not enough to fix the drainage issues.

	Urbano inquired if the drainage board would like the Goff Tile #1950 fixed placing the maintenance fund in the negative or what course of action would they prefer to be done to fix this drainage issue.

	James Walstra made a motion to receive bids to fix the Goff Tile #1950 in the Town of Fair Oaks, therefore addressing what action the drainage board would like to take as far as placing the maintenance fund in the negative.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

OAKWOOD ACRES LATERAL – WAIVE RIGHTS
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated he had received a letter dated September 1, 2015 from the Newton County Drainage Board Secretary requesting Jasper County to waive their rights in regards to Oakwood Acres Lateral.

	The drainage board members determined more information would be needed prior to making a decision on whether Jasper County would being willing to waive the rights to the Oakwood Acres Lateral.
