THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, NOVEMBER 2, 2015 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER), AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 

Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER 8, 2015 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 8, 2015 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

KEENER TOWNSHIP EMS – DRAINAGE PLAN
	KEN SMITH, P.E. – MUNICIPAL CIVIL CORPORATION

	Ken Smith, P.E., Municipal Civil Corporation presented a drainage plan for the proposed Keener Township EMS located within the Town of DeMotte.

	Smith stated the specifications were followed as closely as possible in regards to drainage with the proposed construction of the Keener Township EMS project.  The detention pond has been increased to retain more water than required.

	Permission has been granted from the State of Indiana to use the existing driveway.

	Jack Haberlin stated a detention pond is being constructed, which previously there was no detention.  This would be an improvement from the prior design.

	Richard Maxwell inquired the size of the proposed building.  Smith responded there would be approximately five thousand square feet of impervious area, in addition to what was there previously.   

	Haberlin stated Town of DeMotte approval will need to be received, which have stricter specifications. Haberlin also stated the calculations meet with the specification of Jasper County’s drainage code.

	Smith stated they included detention around the ponds so any water which runs off the North or to the West would be caught in the pond.  Any water which would exceed the hundred year twenty-four hour event would run off the parking lot towards the west into a grass lot which is owned by Keener Township.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the drainage plan as presented for the proposed Keener Township EMS.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

ROWAN TILE #8438 – CONTINUED DISCUSSION / SIGN LETTER
	RICK BRUNTON – LANDOWNER

	Jasper County Landowner, Rick Brunton, inquired if a letter had been composed to be sent to the landowner located at 1172 South County Road 900 West, Rensselaer regarding the altered Rowen Tile #8438 as discussed during the September 8, 2015 drainage board meeting.

	The Surveyor presented a letter to be signed by the drainage board and sent to the landowner located at 1172 South County Road 900 West, Rensselaer in regards to the altered Rowen Tile #8438 as discussed during the September 8, 2015 drainage board meeting.

	Brunton presented pictures displaying the overflow for the pond which has been recently removed and turned it up which may create further flooding problems with a large rain.

	Vince Urbano stated the letter composed for the landowner located at 1172 South County Road 900 West, Rensselaer would be sent by way of Certified Mail Return Receipt Requested this week.

	Kendell Culp made a motion approving the letter composed to be sent to the landowner located at 1172 South County Road 900 West, Rensselaer, regarding the altered Rowen Tile #8438 as discussed during the September 8, 2015 drainage board meeting.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

	Brunton inquired what would be the next course of action if the landowner located at 1172 South County Road 900 West, Rensselaer, does not comply with the letter sent regarding the altered Rowen Tile #8438.  Urbano stated there is a possibility the drainage board would instruct the Surveyor’s office to repair the altered Rowan tile #8438.

CONN- NAGEL EXTENSION – REQUEST TO CLEAN
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano stated a request was made by landowner, Steve Wilson, to clean the Conn-Nagel Extension along County Road 850 West in Jordan Township.

	Urbano stated bid a bid request had been sent out on October 14, 2015 to three local contractors for a price for the cleaning of the Conn-Nagel Extension along County Road 850 West, which only consists of approximately one half mile and is full of cattails.

	Urbano stated there is a maintenance fund on the Conn-Nagel Extension.  James Walstra inquired if permission was needed to be granted by the drainage board to proceed with the cleaning of the Conn-Nagel Extension.  Urbano stated he was advising the drainage board for their information.  

W.E. MOORE #118 AND BARKLEY LATERAL – REQUEST TO CLEAN
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated a request was made by landowner, Ron Tillett, to clean a portion of the Barkley Lateral to the Moore #118 county regulated drain which runs along his property.  Urbano stated Tillett has a request if permission is granted for the cleaning of a portion of the Barkley Lateral to the Moore #118, the work would be performed by Johns Brothers Tiling & Excavating.

	Urbano stated he received a bid from Johns Brothers Tiling & Excavating for the cleaning of a portion on the Barkley Lateral to the Moore #118 which runs along the Tillett property in the amount of $1,500.00.

	Urbano stated there has also been a request by landowner, Tom Meyer, to clean the W.E. Moore #118 county regulated drain.  Urbano stated he felt it would be a good idea to put a project together to also clean the W.E. Moore #118 ditch.

RANDLE LATERAL #13 TO RYAN #104 & WASHBURN AGREEMENT AND ULM LATERAL – PUBLIC HEARING DATE REQUEST
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano made a request to hold a public hearing on the Randle Lateral #13 to Ryan #104 on January 4, 2016 at 1:00 p.m. CST and the Washburn Agreement and Ulm Lateral on January 4, 2016 at 1:15 p.m. CST prior to the drainage board meeting at 1:30 p.m. CST.

	The Surveyor presented a Surveyor’s Report for the maintenance of the Washburn Agreement and Ulm Lateral.

	The estimated cost of periodic maintenance of the Washburn Agreement and Ulm Lateral  would consist of a $5.70 annual collection per acre for an estimated 350.0242 acres and $10.00 per lot for a period of four years totaling a collection of approximately $8,004.99.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the Surveyor’s Report as presented for the maintenance of the Washburn Agreement and Ulm Lateral and also to set the date of the public hearing for January 4, 2016 at 1:15 p.m. CST.   James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

	The Surveyor presented a Surveyor’s Report for the maintenance of the Randle Lateral #13 to the Ryan #104.

	The estimated cost of periodic maintenance of the Randle Lateral #13 to the Ryan #104 would consist of a $2.00 annual collection per acre for an estimated 1,236.0358 acres and $5.00 per lot for a period of four years totaling a collection of approximately $10,011.89.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the Surveyor’s Report as presented for the maintenance of the Randle Lateral #13 to the Ryan #104 and also to set the date of the public hearing for January 4, 2016 at 1:00 p.m. CST.   James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

LATERAL #2 TO EDNA DAVIS – OBSTRUCTION IN DRAIN FROM CATTLE
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano stated it had been reported that landowner, Ray Zickmund, is allowing his cattle in the Lateral #2 to Edna Davis county regulated drain after it had recently been cleaned causing the water to be held back resulting in the drain needing to be cleaned again.

	Urbano stated it had been requested that a letter be written to Mr. Ray Zickmund instructing him to refrain from allowing his cattle in the county regulated drain.

	Jack Haberlin inquired if it is illegal to allow livestock in a county regulated drain.  The Surveyor responded IDEM informed him it is illegal to allow livestock in any drain.

	Richard Maxwell inquired if there is a maintenance fund on the Lateral #2 to Edna Davis county regulated drain.  The Surveyor stated there is a maintenance fund on the Lateral #2 to Edna Davis county regulated drain.  

	Kendell Culp stated there are funds available through the NRCS for livestock crossings.  Urbano stated the NRCS will also cost share for the installation of a pump station.

	James Walstra suggested sending a letter to Mr. Zickmund informing him of the rule IDEM has regarding allowing livestock in any drain.  Walstra also suggested if Mr. Zickmund does not comply, it will be turned over to IDEM.

	Culp stated all landowners should be treated equally, therefore, if Mr. Zickmund is advised to remove his livestock from the county regulated drain, than this must be enforced for all landowners.

	Culp stated the Attorney for the Monon ditch stated cattle in a ditch are considered an obstruction.

	Culp suggested sending a letter to Mr. Zickmund stating there has been a complaint regarding him allowing cattle in the Lateral #2 to Edna Davis county regulated drain and some research has been down that there is cost-share money and we would encourage you to look at other option to keep the cattle out of the ditch.

	Richard Maxwell advised the Surveyor to provide him with a copy the options and he would be sure Zickmund received them.

CURTIS CREEK – BI-COUNTY MEETING REQUEST 
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano stated the Benton County Surveyor has scheduled a Bi-County Drainage Board meeting for December 15, 2015 at 9:00 a.m. (Fowler time) in the Benton County Courthouse, Commissioner’s Room.  The meeting will be a discussion to increase the assessment rate for Curtis Creek.

	Kendell Culp inquired why Benton County would be involved in Curtis Creek.  Urbano responded this is a different Curtis Creek which Richard Maxwell is a fifth member.

PROUTY #79 – REQUEST TO INSTALL PRIVATE TILE IN RIGHT-OF-WAY
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated he was approached by Dave and Randy Grow regarding a request to install a private tile within the seventy-five foot right-of-way of the Prouty #79 county regulated tile.

	Urbano stated there is a possibility Dave and Randy Grow would be interested in carrying a petition to place the entire watershed on a maintenance fund.

	Richard Maxwell suggested allowing Dave and Randy Grow to install a fifteen inch private tile, as long as they stay a minimum of thirty-five feet from the Prouty #79 county regulated tile and repair any damage which occurs to the Prouty #79 county regulated tile during the installation of the private tile.

	Jim Walstra made a motion to allow the request by Dave and Randy Grow to install a private tile within the right-of-way of the Prouty #79 county regulated tile as long as they stay a minimum of thirty-five feet from the county regulated tile.  Also, any damage which may occur to the Prouty #79 county regulated tile during the installation of the private tile, shall be repaired by them.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

EVERS LATERAL TO DEHAAN #190 / ARM #1 TO EVERS / CHEEVERS #219 LATERAL TO EVERS – BID OPENING

	Richard Maxwell stated a bid had been received from W.J. Misch Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $98,500.00 for the maintenance of the Evers Lateral to DeHaan #190, Arm #1 to Evers, and Cheevers #219 Lateral to Evers.

	James Walstra made a motion to accept the bid received from W.J. Misch Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $98,500.00 for the maintenance of the Evers Lateral to DeHaan #190, Arm #1 to Evers, and Cheevers #219 Lateral to Evers.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	The drainage board secretary stated it is her belief the Public Hearing Notices which are currently sent to Jasper County landowners are very confusing and would like to request rewriting the Public Hearing Notices making them more understandable.  

	Richard Maxwell stated if the Drainage Board Attorney agreed with the rewriting of the Public Hearing Notices he would also agree with it.

	James Walstra made a motion to allow the Drainage Board Secretary to meet with the Drainage Board Attorney for the purpose of drafting a new Public Hearing Notice making it more understandable.  Kendall Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.
