THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, FEBRUARY 8, 2016 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN) AND  KENDELL CULP (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). ABSENT WAS JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER). 

Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY 4, 2016 MEETING MINUTES

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the minutes of the January 4, 2016 meeting.  Richard Maxwell seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

PROUTY TILE #79 – ABANDONMENT AND REPLACEMENT REQUEST
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated during the November 2, 2015 drainage board meeting a request was made by landowner’s Dave and Randy Grow to install a private tile within the seventy-five foot right-of-way of the Prouty Tile #79 county regulated drain.  James Walstra made a motion to allow the request by Dave and Randy Grow to install a private tile within the seventy-five foot right-of-way of the Prouty Tile #79 county regulated drain as long as they stay a minimum of thirty-five feet from the county regulated tile.  

	Vince Urbano stated due to a misunderstanding between himself and Dave and Randy Grow the request was to replace the Prouty Tile #79 county regulated drain rather than install a new private tile within the right-of-way.

	Urbano stated Grows would like to intercept the Prouty Tile #79 when it enters their property and upsize it to a fifteen inch tile.  They are also requesting to install a new outlet at a private ditch. This would be paid by Grows.  Grows have showed interest in possibly carrying a petition to address the situation as well.

	Richard Maxwell stated he would be in favor of the replacement of the Prouty Tile #79 county regulated drain on the Grow property as long as they were paying for the cost of material and labor.  It would require a petition if they would like county assistance.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the request by Dave and Randy Grow to replace the Prouty Tile #79 county regulated drain on the property of Dave and Randy Grow with the understanding the cost of material and labor be absorbed by them.  Richard Maxwell seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

PRIVATE TILE – REPAIR
	COUNTY ROAD 300 SOUTH AND 700 WEST
	MARK SCHEURICH

	Vince Urbano stated he had been contacted by Mark Scheurich in regards to poor drainage on a parcel located on the southwest corner of County Road 300 South and 700 West.  Urbano stated there are no county regulated drains involved.  Mark Scheurich provided a map of the private drains involved in the property drainage system.

	Mark Scheurich stated he was in hopes of receiving help from authority to help locate the problem with the drainage in the area.  Scheurich stated he wonders if the drainage problem is in the area of the railroad.

	Scheurich stated he is requesting approval for the Surveyor’s office to investigate the drainage issue.  Urbano stated this is a private matter and the Surveyor’s office has no jurisdiction over private drainage issues.

	Urbano stated a petition could be filed for the construction of a regulated drain through the area to relieve the drainage issues.

	Kendell Culp stated it appears to be a legal issue amongst landowners. 

	Scheurich stated he would work on getting results from the landowners on his own.

W.E. MOORE DITCH #118 AND BARKLEY LATERAL TO MOORE #118 – UPDATE
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	During the January 4, 2016 drainage board meeting a motion was made to approve a bid from Johns Brothers Tiling & Excavating for the maintenance of the W.E. Moore Ditch #118 county regulated drain and Barkley Lateral to Moore #118 county regulated drain.

	Vince Urbano advised the drainage board the maintenance of the W.E. Moore Ditch #118 and Barkley Lateral to Moore #118 is mostly completed.  The only remaining work to be completed is the repair work of the erosion on Ron Tillett’s property as well as the installation of the culvert on County Road 300 South.

DEHAAN DITCH #190 AND EVERS LATERAL TO DEHAAN #190 – UPDATE
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated a problem came about during the maintenance of the DeHaan #190 on the bottom end.  NIPSCO installed power lines for a couple of pumps on a parcel of property within the DeHaan Ditch #190 seventy-five foot right-of-way.

	The Surveyor’s office has been working with NIPSCO to have the power lines moved and out of the right-of-way.  A representative from NIPSCO is requesting to be placed on the March Drainage Board Agenda for the moving of the utility poles to the other side of the berms.

	Urbano stated the placement of the utility poles has held up the last couple miles of the DeHaan Ditch #190 maintenance project. 

	Urbano stated the legal team at NIPSCO has relayed to him that they would like to establish an easement to allow the utility poles to remain.  Urbano stated an easement for the utility poles will most likely not happen due to the Surveyor’s office needing access to the right-of-way for maintenance of the DeHaan Ditch #190 in the future.

	Vince Urbano stated W.J. Misch Excavating, Inc. has the tree work completed, but has not been able to dip the DeHaan Ditch #190 due to the utility poles from NIPSCO in place.  

CURTIS CREEK #856 – BID APPROVAL
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated during the January 4, 2016 drainage board meeting a bid was received from Jim Derflinger & Son in the amount of $78,000.00 regarding the maintenance of Curtis Creek #856 county regulated drain.  Derflinger stated he would not be able to perform the maintenance on Curtis Creek #856 until 2017.

	Urbano stated an additional bid has been received from Schultz Construction in the amount of $65,100.00 for the maintenance of Curtis Creek #856.  Schultz Construction will be able to perform the maintenance of Curtis Creek #856 immediately.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to accept the bid for the maintenance of Curtis Creek #856 county regulated drain in the amount of $65,100.00 from Schulz Construction.  Richard Maxwell seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

WASHBURN AGREEMENT AND ULM LATERAL – CERTIFICATION
	RHONDA ELDRIDGE – SECRETARY

	Upon the recommendation of the Surveyor, Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the certification to the Auditor for the maintenance of the Washburn Agreement and Ulm Lateral county regulated drain.  Richard Maxwell seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

RECONSTRUCTION NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING – APPROVAL
	RHONDA ELDRIDGE – SECRETARY

	During the November 2, 2015 drainage board meeting, it was the request of the Drainage Board Secretary, Rhonda Eldridge, to rewrite the Public Hearing Notices sent out by the Jasper County Drainage Board making them easier to understand by the landowners.  James Walstra made a motion to allow the Drainage Board Secretary to consult with Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, for the purpose of drafting a new Public Hearing Notice making it easier to understand by the landowners.  

	The Drainage Board Secretary presented a copy of the newly revised Reconstruction Notice of Public Hearing for the drainage board to review and possibly approve.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the newly revised Reconstruction Notice of Public Hearing as presented.  Richard Maxwell seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

CARPENTER CREEK – JOINT DRAINAGE BOARD
	
	Kendell Culp stated that Carpenter Creek county regulated drain is part of a conservancy district in Benton County but is not part of a joint drainage board.  Culp stated he felt Carpenter Creek should be under a joint drainage board.
