 THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON TUESDAY, JULY 5, 2016 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER) AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 

Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.


TOWN OF REMINGTON TOWN PARK – DRAINAGE TILE
JON E. BORGERS, P.E. - WESSLER ENGINEERING

Jon E. Borgers, P.E., Wessler Engineering, presented an aerial photo as well as a Plan and Profile for the proposed Community Park Storm Sewer project in the Town of Remington.

Borgers stated there is an existing ten inch tile which runs through a swale located on the south west end of the Remington Community Park and eventually drains into Carpenter Creek.  This tile has become in disrepair.  It is proposed to place a twenty-four inch tile and connect into the open ditch on the south east side of the Remington Community Park with the intention of draining the park.

The Surveyor stated the tile which Borgers is speaking of is a private tile and not under the jurisdiction of the Jasper County Drainage Board.  Vince Urbano stated he has been contacted several times in the past by the Town of Remington during times of flooding due to the private tile being nonfunctional.

Borgers inquired if the placement of the twenty-four inch tile running through the Remington Community Park requires a permit.  Richard Maxwell stated it is a private tile and is not under the jurisdiction of the Jasper County Drainage Board.

GANGLOFF TILE #97 – TILE DAMAGE AND REPAIR PROGRESS
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano stated a camera had been obtained and used to run through the Gangloff Tile #97 in search of the damage created by a fiber optic line which was installed in the same area as the tile.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	Urbano stated the camera was ran from the point of where the Gangloff Tile #97 begins and ran as far as possible.  The entire bottom end of the county regulated tile is in good shape.  Urbano presented pictures of the damaged tile in some areas.  Urbano also presented an aerial photo showing the areas of damaged tile which totals approximately 2,421 feet rather than the approximately 5,000 feet as previously thought.  Urbano stated it is unclear the locations of any private tile which tie into the Gangloff Tile #97.

	Urbano stated he spoke with Berry IT and they have a contractor in mind for the replacement of the Gangloff Tile #97 in the areas of damage.  Richard Maxwell inquired if the new tile could be ran next to the existing Gangloff Tile #97.  Urbano responded the hopes are to run the new tile in the same general location as the existing Gangloff tile #97.  Urbano stated he would be in favor of moving the fiber optic line so all laterals could be connected to the new Gangloff Tile #97 from the north and south.

	Urbano stated he is to meet with a contractor in the next week in order to get this project in the works.

Urbano stated a disc would be provided for the Surveyor’s office of the video camera running through the Gangloff Tile #97 for the file.

	Kendell Culp inquired if the video from the camera shows any of the laterals going into the Gangloff Tile #97.  Urbano responded the video from the camera does show the laterals going into the Gangloff Tile #97.  Several of the laterals to the south have been damaged by the installation of the fiber optic line.  A Hydrovac machine will be used in the repair of the laterals.

	Maxwell inquired the size of the Gangloff Tile #97 where it was damaged by the installation of the fiber optic line.  Urbano responded the Gangloff Tile #97 is a ten inch tile where it was damaged by the installation of the fiber optic line, but Berry IT has agreed to install a fifteen inch tile as the replacement.

	Urbano inquired if the drainage board would like the re-routing of the fiber optic line in order to replace the broken Gangloff Tile #97 or if the Gangloff Tile #97 is going to be re-routed.  Culp suggested adding a loop of fiber optic cable to both ends and install the new Gangloff Tile #97 in its current location.

	Culp stated he does not think it is a good idea to place the fiber optic line on top of the newly installed tile.  Urbano agreed that it would be better to place the fiber optic line under the newly placed tile.

	Maxwell inquired if the entire length of damaged tile could be uncovered then moving the fiber optic line to the side and repairing the tile.

	Kendell Culp made a motion for the Surveyor to instruct Berry IT that their fiber optic line needs to be a minimum of twelve inches away in distance from the Gangloff Tile #97 which was damaged during the installation of the fiber optic line and cannot be placed on top of the tile in this area.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

AMSLER TILE #4673 – BULLETED SUMMARY
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated the Amsler Tile #4673 was petitioned to be reconstructed and the establishment of a maintenance fund on August 12, 2011.

	Urbano stated Banning Engineering completed a field survey, completed a preliminary design completed, and held a meeting with the landowners within the Amsler Tile #4673 watershed.  Urbano stated it is now approaching the time to hold a public hearing.

	Urbano stated one design is for the purpose of 0.50 inches per day. The tile will be reconstructed to 18 inches at the top and 36 inches (Dual Wall) at the outlet which is roughly five times more capacity of the existing tile if it is working properly.

	There is an attempt to move the Amsler Tile #4673 out of the right-of-way on State Highway 14 and into property owned by Gregg Kanne.  This is going through INDOT.  Permits are being sought for this. Also, working to have a bore completed under State Highway 14 and under the railroad.  Permits are also being sought for this with INDOT and CSX.

	Urbano stated the project of reconstructing the Amsler Tile #4673 is estimated at approximately $600,000.  

	Urbano stated this is a fairly small watershed, so the price per acre for the reconstruction of the Amsler Tile #4673 will be high.  Urbano stated even though the cost of the reconstruction was going to be high all the landowners in the meeting were in favor of it.

PRICE TILE #132 – BULLETED SUMMARY
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

The Surveyor stated the Price Tile #132 was petitioned to be reconstructed and the establishment of a maintenance fund on June 24, 2011.

Urbano stated Banning Engineering completed a field survey, completed a preliminary design completed, and held a meeting with the landowners within the Price Tile #132 watershed.  Urbano stated it is now approaching the time to hold a public hearing.

Urbano stated the beginning of the existing tile is an eight inch tile and at the outlet it is a fifteen inch tile.  The Price Tile #132 drains approximately 540 acres.  Currently the tile’s capacity is approximately 0.15 inches per day.  The proposed preliminary design would drain approximately 0.50 inches per day.  The proposed Price Tile #132 would begin as a ten inch tile and outlet as a twenty-four inch dual wall tile.  This is roughly 3.5 times more capacity of the existing Price Tile #132.  The Surveyor stated the preliminary project estimate to reconstruct the Price Tile #132 is approximately $350,000.

Urbano stated during the landowner meeting on the Price Tile #132, landowners stated they would like to see other options in regards to the reconstruction of the Price Tile #132 in order to possibly bring the price down.  One option being placing a new tile of the same size next to the existing Price Tile #132.  

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT – THE JASPER COUNTY AND WHITE COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARDS
	GEORGE LOY – ATTORNEY WHITE COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD

	George Loy, Attorney for the White County Drainage Board, presented the Jasper County Drainage Board with an Interlocal Agreement between the Jasper County and White County Drainage Boards.

	Loy explained this Interlocal Agreement is in regards to the Hoosier Lift Facility that the TP&W Railroad constructed in approximately 1984.  Loy stated there was originally a permit given to the railroad to discharge its lagoon water.  There were three lagoons in which surface water on their land drained which would discharge into the Charles May Ditch in Jasper County.  The Drainage Board at the time gave permission to do so, so long as it was not over 1.8 c.f.s discharge rate and each time they were going to turn on the pump they were to notify a commissioner via telephone, regardless of time of day.

	Loy stated the lagoon system was not adequately maintained and fell into disrepair.  The lagoons filled in and in the meantime flooding occurred and the White County Commissioner’s received complaints from surrounding landowners inquiring why the railroad is not maintaining their lagoons.  Now with the development of the Mid America Commerce Park drainage is even more important so White County hired HWC Engineering, Brian Stephens-Hotopp, P.E., C.F.M., Senior Project Manager, who determined it would be best for White County to take over the improvement, maintenance, and operation of the drainage lagoons.  A long term contract was negotiated between White County and the Railroad committing to the improving the drainage lagoons (turning the three into one large lagoon) at which the cost will be approximately $500,000 to $600,000.

	Loy stated Hotopp appeared before the Jasper County Drainage Board on March 2, 2015 describing the intent of White County to take over the maintenance of the drainage lagoons.  The meeting minutes reflect the Jasper County Drainage Board agreed to allow White County to discharge water from the lagoons into the Charles May Ditch no greater than 1.8 c.f.s. condition upon also the White County pay the cost of the cleanout of the Charles May Ditch, which they are willing to do.

	Loy stated now that they are at the bid process, it was realized a written agreement was needed between Jasper County and White County committing White County to the cleaning of the Charles May Ditch and to limiting the flow of water from the lagoons to the Charles May Ditch to 1.8 c.f.s. 

	Jasper County Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, stated he has reviewed the meeting minutes of March 2, 2015 and also reviewed the Interlocal Agreement and has no problems from a legal standpoint with it.

	Kendell Culp inquired on Section 1 (D) of the Interlocal Agreement which states Jasper County shall be notified prior to anyone else hooking onto the system in the future, the intent that Jasper County would have to approve.  Loy stated he took the statement of Section 1 (D) on the Interlocal Agreement out of the Meeting Minutes of March 2, 2015.  Loy stated he can amend the statement of Section 1 (D) of the Interlocal Agreement accordingly.  Loy amended the Interlocal Agreement Section 1 (D) to state Jasper County shall be notified prior to anyone else hooking onto the system in the future, which connection shall not occur without Jasper County’s prior written consent.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the Interlocal Agreement Between the Jasper County and White County Drainage Boards with the amendment of Section 1 (D) now stating Jasper County shall be notified prior to anyone else hooking onto the system in the future, which connection shall not occur without Jasper County’s prior written consent.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.
