 THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 6, 2016 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER) AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 

Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE AUGUST 1, 2016 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 1, 2016 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

OTIS JOINT AND CANDLEWOOD LATERAL
	BOB GRAY – VICE PRESIDENT – JANSSEN & SPAANS ENGINEERING, INC.

Bob Gray, Vice President, Janssen & Spaans Engineering, Inc. representing the Indiana Department of Transportation presented a Road Plan and Profile for a proposed project which would include building a new force main under the Otis Joint and Candlewood Lateral county regulated drains.

The purpose for the proposed forced main is the Kankakee Rest Area for INDOT has an old waste water treatment plant which does not always work efficiently and needs to be replaced or some other service needs to be found.  The owners of the waste treatment plant at Lake Holiday are willing to serve the Kankakee Rest Area. 

The force main route would start at the Kankakee Rest Area and run south along County Road 1200 West and then travel along Nassau Ln to the waste water treatment plant on the north end of Lake Holiday.

Gray stated there is limited right-of-way on the east side of County Road 1200 West due to most of it being consumed by the Candlewood Lateral. Therefore, the desire is to run the proposed forced main a minimum of five feet below the original grade of the Candlewood Lateral county regulated drain.

Gray stated the forced main to be a diameter of two to four inches depending on the needs of the Kankakee Rest Area.

Culp inquired if the forced main would be bored the entire distance from the Kankakee Rest Area to the Lake Holiday waste water treatment plant or just specifically under the regulated drains.  Gray responded the intentions are to bore the proposed forced main most of the way from the Kankakee Rest Area to the Lake Holiday waste water treatment plant.  Culp inquired if there were other utilities along the right-of-way of County Road 1200 West.  Gray responded there are other utilities as well as utility poles along the right-of-way along Bahama Drive which is why it is believed to bore the forced main under the county regulated drain is the best option.

Culp inquired the road right-of-way along County Road 1200 West in the area between the Kankakee Rest area and Lake Holiday.  Gray responded there is a forty foot from the centerline road right-of-way along County Road 1200 West between the Kankakee Rest Area and Lake Holiday.

The Surveyor inquired if it has been considered to install the forced main on the west side of County Road 1200 West rather than the east side to avoid the open drain.  Gray stated there are utilities on the west side of Bahama Drive, therefore, it was decided there is less resistance on the east side to bore the forced main.

Culp inquired if the newly proposed forced main would service the North bound and South bound rest areas. Gray stated the newly proposed forced main would service the North bound and South bound rest areas by way of two lift stations.

Culp inquired if an agreement has been obtained by Lake Holiday for running the forced main to their waste water treatment plant.  Gray responded an agreement has been obtained by Lake Holiday to accept the flows of the forced main to their waste water treatment plant.

Maxwell stated as long as the forced main was going to be bored the entire distance at a minimum of five feet below the original bottom of the ditch, he would be in favor of the proposed project.  Gray stated they would do everything they could to make sure the entire distance of the proposed forced main would be bored at a minimum depth of five feet.

Jack Haberlin stated a copy of insurance should be required for the proposed project of installing a forced main from the Kankakee Rest Area along County Road 1200 West under the Candlewood Lateral to the waste water treatment plant at Lake Holiday. Gray responded a copy of insurance would be submitted by the contractor providing the service of installing the proposed forced main from the Kankakee Rest Area along County Road 1200 West under the Candlewood Lateral to the waste water treatment plant at Lake Holiday.

Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the request presented by Bob Gray, Janssen & Spaans Engineering for Indiana Department of Transportation to construct a forced main by way of boring it under the Candlewood Lateral and Otis Joint county regulated drains at a depth of a minimum of five feet below the original bottom of the ditch.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

PRICE TILE #132 – PROJECT UPDATE
	JOSEPH L. MILLER, P.E., CFM – BANNING ENGINEERING, P.C.

	Joseph L. Miller, P.E., CFM, Banning Engineering, P.C. stated an Engineer’s Report was presented to the landowner’s in the watershed for the Price Tile #132 at an informational meeting on June 22, 2016.

	Miller stated there are approximately 540 acres involved in the Price Tile #132 watershed.  The standard drainage code you want to get 3/8” to ½” co-efficient for your subsurface drainage through agricultural tiles. Currently the existing Price Tile #132 has approximately a .15” per day co-efficient subsurface drainage.  There have been two designs presented to the landowners within the Price Tile #132 watershed; one being a ½” per day which gives almost four times the capacity of what is currently in place at the present time.  This would be a $350,000 construction estimate, not including contingencies. This is approximately $650 per acre for tile ranging in size from 24” to 10”.  The other option includes a 3/8” co-efficient subsurface drainage and is approximately $600 per acre for tile ranging in size from 24” to 10”.

	Miller stated during the landowner meeting several tenants inquired about installing the same size tile as is currently there and running it parallel to it the existing Price Tile #132.  This would cost approximately $420 per acre which is still not up to the minimum drainage co-efficient. Miller would not recommend this option.

	The Surveyor stated no matter the outcome of the public hearing, in his opinion, a maintenance fund needs to be established to pay for the cost of the engineering fees accumulated by Banning Engineering, P.C. for the Price Tile #132 and to maintain the tile that is currently in place.

	Kendell Culp inquired the current condition of the Price Tile #132.  Miller replied the downstream side of the Price Tile #132 is in fairly good shape, but as you continue upstream it becomes in worst shape.  The Price Tile #132 does not have enough capacity.

	Landowner, Aaron Knezevic, stated the Price Tile #132 was previously petition in 1994 for reconstruction and during the public hearing process the cost of reconstruction was $250 per acre and was declined.  The Price Tile #132 is in failing condition and the cost to repair/replace it will continue to increase as time passes. Knezevic’s property is in the highest elevation in the watershed and he still gets water in his basement.  Richard Maxwell stated it will be almost impossible to get any landowners to be willing to pay $650 per acre for the reconstruction of the Price Tile #132.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	Vince Urbano stated, in his opinion, a public hearing would need to take place to satisfy the petition received for the Price Tile #132. There needs to be at least an assessment to repay the costs of the fees accumulated by the work completed by Banning Engineering, P.C. and to perform maintenance on the Price Tile #132.

AMSLER TILE #4673 – AGREEMENT
	JOSEPH L. MILLER, P.E. – BANNING ENGINEERING, P.C.

Joseph L. Miller, P.E., CFM, Banning Engineering, P.C. stated an Engineer’s Report was presented to the landowner’s in the watershed for the Amsler Tile #4673 at an informational meeting on June 22, 2016.

Vince Urbano stated during the landowner information meeting it was clear that the landowners were in favor of the reconstruction of the Amsler Tile #4673.

Miller stated the reconstruction of the Amsler Tile #4673 will cost the landowners within the watershed over $900 per acre.

Miller stated the Amsler Tile #4673 runs within the INDOT right-of-way for approximately 1500 feet.  In the drainage code it states landowners are not to pay for work within the right-of-way.  This leaves the opportunity for INDOT to pay for the cost of reconstruction along the 1500 feet and have the county regulated drain moved to outside of the right-of-way. For this to happen there is a permitting process and consent form needs to be signed by the drainage board.  Also, a permit needs to be applied for in order to replace the tile within the right-of-way fof the railroad tracks.

Miller presented An Agreement for the Provision of Limited Professional Engineering Services Task Order #1 for INDOT and CSX Permits in the amount of $13,000 for the signatures of the Drainage Board members.

Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the signing of An Agreement for the Provision of Limited Professional Engineering Services Task Order #1 for INDOT and CSX Permits in the amount of $13,000.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

James Walstra made a motion to approve the signing of a Consultant Consent Form from the Indiana Department of Transportation authorizing Joseph L. Miller to submit documents and plans necessary for the purpose of obtaining a permit from the Indiana Department of Transportation.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

ELZA STREET APARTMENT COMPLEX – PRELIMINARY PLAN
	BRUCE SAYLER – DEVELOPER – SAYLER CONSTRUCTION

	Bruce Sayler, Sayler Construction, Inc., provided the drainage board members with a Master Plan for a proposed project known as the Elza Street Apartment Complex within the City limits of Rensselaer.

	Sayler stated he presently has a drainage plan for the Elza Street Apartment Complex being developed by Jasper County Land Surveying Services and Turning Point Surveying, Inc.  Sayler stated the drainage plan for the Elza Street Apartment Complex is speculated to include a detention pond (size yet to be determined) in the middle between the apartment complex buildings.  The detention pond would detain all the runoff water from the apartment complex.  The water from the detention pond would eventually drain into the Norman Tile #82 county regulated tile.

	Sayler stated there are four ten unit apartment complex buildings, consisting of forty units.  The construction of the proposed detention pond will start this upcoming fall and the construction of the proposed first building on the North end of the property will start during the winter.

	Sayler stated the design of the proposed detention pond is mimicked after the detention pond in front of the Jasper County Hospital.

	Sayler stated he is anticipating the drainage plans being completed in approximately a week. Sayler inquired, since there is not normally an October drainage board meeting, as long as the drainage plan is approved by the City of Rensselaer, could he move forward with the construction of the detention pond or does he have to wait until the November Jasper County Drainage Board meeting before starting construction.

	Maxwell stated normally whatever release Jasper County Land Surveying Services and Turning Point Surveying, Inc. recommends, the Jasper County Drainage Board will recommend it to be reduced, especially when draining into the Norman Tile #82.  The Norman Tile #82 is running at full capacity currently.  Sayler responded he would share that information with Jasper Land Surveying Services and Turning Point Surveying, Inc. now so they will include a very low release rate from the detention pond into the Norman Tile #82.

	Sayler stated the Norman Tile #82 runs across the north end of the property near where the first building is to be constructed.  Urbano inquired if the first building to be constructed on the north end of the property would be kept out of the Norman Tile #82 right-of-way.  Sayler stated he was told a twenty-five foot variance was given for the Norman Tile #82 sometime in prior years.  Sayler inquired if a variance needs to be established, if the Drainage Board would grant one.  Maxwell replied the Drainage Board does not grant any variances any longer.

	Richard Maxwell recommended holding the next Jasper County Drainage Board meeting on October 3, 2016 at 11:00 a.m.

LONERGAN KOSTA / LONERGAN EXTENSION – TRANSFER OF FUNDS
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	Vince Urbano explained there was a public hearing held regarding the establishment of a maintenance fund on September 18, 2015 in regards to the Lonergan Kosta Ditch.

	Urbano stated during the September 18, 2015 public hearing for the establishment of a maintenance fund on the Lonergan Kosta Ditch, it was explained that the Lonergan Extension is included in the Lonergan Kosta Ditch watershed.

	Urbano stated currently there are two separate maintenance fund accounts; one being the Lonergan Kosta and the other the Lonergan Extension.  Urbano inquired if the board would grant permission for the maintenance fund accounts of the Lonergan Kosta Ditch and Lonergan Extension be combined due them being within the same watershed.

	Richard Maxwell stated this would need to be brought to a Jasper-Newton County Joint Drainage Board meeting for approval.

YEOMAN DITCH #3233 AND ARM AND LATERALS – SURVEYOR’S REPORT / SET PUBLIC HEARING DATE – DISCUSSION REGARDING ARM #1 LATERAL #3 TO YEOMAN AND LATERAL #3 TO YEOMAN MAINTENANCE FUNDS
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Surveyor stated there currently is a maintenance fund held on the Lateral #3 to Yeoman #3233 and also a maintenance fund held on the Arm #1 to Lateral #3 to Yeoman #3233. A petition had been received on November 22, 2011 for the reconstruction and establishment of a maintenance fund on the Yeoman Ditch #3233.  The intentions of this petition was to make the entire Yeoman Ditch, Laterals, and Arm a system making only one maintenance fund to maintain the entire system.

	Vince Urbano stated a public hearing date needs to be established for the reconstruction and establishment of a maintenance fund on the Yeoman Ditch #3233, Laterals and Arms.

	It was the consensus of the drainage board to set a public hearing date of December 5, 2016 at 1:00 p.m. C.S.T.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the request to make the Yeoman Ditch #3233, Laterals, and Arm a system. Combining the current existing maintenance funds of the Lateral #3 to Yeoman #3233 and Arm #1 Lateral #3 to Yeoman #3233 to the Yeoman Ditch #3233 System after the public hearing is held and approved on December 5, 2016 at 1:00 p.m., C.S.T.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion. Motion approved.

LATERAL #3 TO NESIUS #144 – PETITION RECEIVED
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Drainage Board Secretary stated that on the 24th day of August, 2016 Tom Nesius filed a petition to establish a maintenance fund on the Lateral #3 to Nesius #144 county regulated drain located in Jordan Township in Jasper County and Princeton Township in White County.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to refer the petition for the establishment of a maintenance fund on the Lateral #3 to Nesius #144 county regulated drain located in Jordan Township in Jasper County and Princeton Township in White County to the Surveyor for his report.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

CONTRACT REVISION – ATTORNEY FEES
	JOHN CASEY – DRAINAGE BOARD ATTORNEY

	Rhonda Eldridge, Drainage Board Secretary, explained during a review of a Surveyor’s Report by the Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, it was discovered that a provision for Attorney Fees should possibly be added to the existing Contract which the Contractor’s sign prior to starting work on any county regulated drain.

	Casey stated in reviewing the Contract which contractor’s typically sign prior to starting work on any regulated drain, if the drainage board members decided to add, there could be a provision added indicating that in the event that a breach of contract or action under the contract the prevailing party would be able to recoup additional damages, attorney fees, litigation, and collection expenses.  This type of language is typical in many contracts.  These type of contracts are mutual.

	James Walstra made a motion to instruct the Drainage Board Attorney to draft a copy of a contract for the purpose of hiring a contractor for county regulated drain service, including a provision for attorney fees.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  

CARPENTER CREEK – DISCUSSION
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

	The Drainage Board Secretary stated a Jasper-Benton County Joint Drainage Board meeting was set for September 21, 2016 at 9:00 a.m. during the meeting on August 22, 2016, which Jasper County Drainage Board Attorney will not be able to attend.  

	In reading the minutes from the Jasper-Benton County Joint Drainage Board meeting held on August 22, 2016, Casey stated he was very reluctant to think that a conservancy district had been established in regards to Carpenter Creek but rather a ditch maintenance district.  The statute of the ditch maintenance district dates back to the 1940’s and predates the drainage statutes.  A ditch maintenance district is separate and not part of the regulated drains as under the jurisdiction of the drainage board and they are not subject to any assessment unless they flow directly into a regulated drain.  Casey stated it would be the commissioners of Benton County that would make the decision to disband the ditch maintenance district in Benton County.  In readying the drainage code the leaders were anticipating that over time the maintenance ditch districts would be abandoned, dissolved, the those ditches would be incorporated into the regulated drain and be controlled by the drainage boards.  Drainage statute states that if the drainage districts are dissolved and the drains become part of the county regulated drains.

	Rhonda Eldridge presented a timeline of the happenings in regards to Carpenter Creek. Aaron Knezevic stated over many years the Jasper County Drainage Board has tried to move forward with assessing Benton County landowners in the Carpenter Creek watershed and it has been declined for multiple reasons.

	Casey stated that Jasper County has the same jurisdiction and authority over Carpenter Creek that they would over any drain that crosses a county line.

	Casey stated if the Jasper County Drainage Board members wanted to again pursue the collection of assessment from the Benton County landowners within the Carpenter Creek watershed for the purpose of maintenance, the Surveyor would need to prepare and send a letter to the board members of the Carpenter Creek Conservancy District.

	Kendell Culp stated he believe it would be worth pursuing the assessment of Carpenter Creek watershed landowners in Benton County for the purpose of looking out for the people of Remington. 

	It was the consensus of the drainage board members to pursue holding another Jasper-Benton County Joint Drainage Board meeting during the week of September 26-30, 2016 at 9:00 a.m., CST regarding the matter of Carpenter Creek.

	James Walstra made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.
