THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, OCTOBER 3, 2016 AT 11:00 A.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER) AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 

Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE SEPTEMBER 6, 2016 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 6, 2016 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

SAYLER APARTMENTS – DRAINAGE PLAN
	BRUCE SAYLER – DEVELOPER - SAYLER CONSTRUCTION

	Bruce Sayler, Sayler Construction, presented a drainage plan for the proposed construction of an apartment complex consisting of four ten unit apartment buildings, known as Sayler Apartments, on Elza Street in the City of Rensselaer

	Sayler presented a letter from Abonmarche, a consulting engineer, approving the proposed construction of Sayler Apartments on Elza Street.  This letter states this project is within compliance with the City of Rensselaer’s Design Standards for Storm water and Subsurface Drainage.

	Sayer stated the drainage plan shows all runoff water will flow into the proposed parking lot of the proposed Sayler Apartments and will drain to a proposed detention pond.  The proposed detention pond will be approximately 65 feet wide at the outer points of the banks by approximately 118 feet long and slopes to the bottom with dimensions of 20 feet by 65 feet. The water will then outflow through a twelve inch tile which will be reduced to a discharge tile of four inches. The twelve inch tile will travel to the northwest corner where a manhole has been installed then will travel in a southwest direction to the Norman Tile #82 county regulated drain at this point a manhole will be installed.  This change in direction will be done to reduce the amount of head pressure.

	Sayler stated the intentions are to start construction of Sayler Apartments in the very near future.  The North building will be constructed during the winter of 2016.  The parking lot will be constructed from the north end of the property going south to at least the center of the proposed detention pond and possibly to the south end.  The parking lot for the winter months will be a stone based and during the spring the blacktop will be laid.

	Kendell Culp inquired the size of the Norman Tile #82 county regulated drain at the intersection of where the four inch reducer will be installed at the outlet of the detention pond.  Sayler stated the Norman Tile #82 is twelve inches in diameter at the point where the four inch reducer would be installed at the outlet of the detention pond.

	Sayler stated the banks of the proposed detention pond will be constructed at two foot above the hundred year flood plain level.

	Vince Urbano stated there was a 45 foot variance granted to the 75 foot right-of-way of the Norman Tile #82 county regulated drain (leaving 15 foot on each side of the tile) during the September 6, 2005 drainage board meeting.

	Urbano stated a Norman Tile #82 Agreement was signed on November 19, 2004 between the Jasper County Drainage Board and the City of Rensselaer.  This Agreement states any work which needs to be completed on the Norman Tile #82 in order to keep the tile functioning  properly would involve the Jasper County Drainage Board supplying the needed materials and the City of Rensselaer providing the labor.

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the drainage plan as presented by Sayler Construction for the construction of the proposed Sayler Apartments on Elza Street in the City of Rensselaer.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

	The Surveyor presented bid packets to the drainage board for the fall/winter maintenance projects to be completed during 2016 namely:  Gushwa #181; Halstead #2918; Borntrager Ditch #4239; Arm #1 to Lateral #3 to DeHaan #190 (DeKock Ditch); and Lateral #1 to the DeHaan Ditch #190, Arm #1 to Lateral #1 to DeHaan #190, Arm #2 to Lateral #1 to DeHaan #190.
