THE JASPER COUNTY DRAINAGE BOARD MET ON MONDAY, NOVEMBER 7, 2016 AT 1:00 P.M. IN THE COMMISSIONERS ROOM, JASPER COUNTY COURTHOUSE, RENSSELAER, INDIANA WITH THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS PRESENT:   RICHARD MAXWELL (CHAIRMAN), KENDELL CULP (MEMBER) AND JAMES WALSTRA (MEMBER).  ALSO PRESENT WERE VINCE URBANO (SURVEYOR), JOHN CASEY (ATTORNEY), JACK HABERLIN (ENGINEER), AND RHONDA ELDRIDGE (SECRETARY). 

Chairman, Richard Maxwell called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF THE OCTOBER 3, 2016 MEETING MINUTES

	James Walstra made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 3, 2016 meeting.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


RICH TILE #9531 – REQUEST TO VACATE A PORTION 
	GREG LIGHTFOOT – LANDOWNER

	The Surveyor stated Greg Lightfoot, Landowner, would like to make a request to vacate a portion of the Rich Tile #9531 county regulated drain located at Section 21, Township 30, Range 6 in Barkley Township.

Urbano stated the only issue he would see with vacating the portion of the Rich Tile #9531 on the property owned by Lightfoot, would be it is the middle of a regulated drain and there are properties on the upper end which would not have an outlet.

	Lightfoot stated having the Rich Tile #9531 repaired would be a better choice rather than vacating it, but due to the Rich Tile #9531 not functioning, his property has been declared a wetlands by the Army Corp of Engineers and repairing it is not an option.

	Lightfoot stated he is working with NRCS and proposing to build an enhanced wetland pond on his property to use the water and release it slowly into the Rich Tile #9531.

	Gerald Torbet, landowner, inquired if it were possible to make his property a true wetlands.  Urbano advised Torbet to inquire with the proper agencies regarding the possibility to turn his property into a true wetlands.

	Lightfoot stated he does not want to create a problem for landowners within the Rich Tile #9531 by vacating the portion on his property.  Any structure which is created on his property would not affect any Rich Tile #9531 landowner adversely.

	Lightfoot stated there is a surface drain on the back of his property and he was originally told it was functioning to the south, but it actually is flowing across the surface.

	Urbano stated the Rich Tile #9531 was petitioned to be reconstructed on February 28, 2011.  After completing the profile, it was determined at the time that the Rich Tile #9531 is off grade and does not drain properly.  The Army Corp of Engineers ruled  in order to reconstruct the Rich Tile #9531 a solid tile would need to be placed, which would not be the desire of the landowners.

	Lightfoot stated according to the Army Corp of Engineers, there is no permitting process as long as the fill that is removed completely from the wetland area.  

Culp inquired if Lightfoot was wanting to hold water on his property or drain the water off his property.  Lightfoot responded he would like to drain the water from his property, but if there is no possible way of draining the water from his property he would be willing to do something with an acre or two of his property to retain the water on his property such as creating a pond.  Lightfoot stated a pond would not improve the drainage, but if control systems are put in place the worse case scenario it would continue to drain across the surface as it currently does.

	Culp stated he would recommend conducting a meeting of landowners within the Rich Tile #9531 watershed for the purpose of discussing if vacating the entire tile would be an option for relief.

NIPSCO – ROADWAY RELOCATION AND VACATION
	KEVIN SAYERS – TURNING POINT SURVEYING, INC.

	Kevin Sayer, Turning Point Surveying, Inc., presented a plan regarding the roadway relocation and vacation for NIPSCO located in Wheatfield Township, Sections 16 and 32, Township 31, Range 5.

	Sayers stated the plan is to extend County Road 1450 North down to County Road 300 East and vacating County Road 250 East completely.

	Sayers stated this relocation and vacation does affect several county regulated drains. The presented plans detail these affected county regulated drains.

	Vince Urbano inquired if NIPSCO would be maintaining the county regulated drains within their boundaries.  Urbano stated he had been informed by NIPSCO officials that sometime in the past a documents had been executed outlining they would be responsible for the maintenance of the county regulated drains within their boundries.

	Urbano stated where NIPSCO is going to landfill the ash produced is being placed directly over a county regulated drain.  Kendell Culp stated he felt NIPSCO should have to re-route or vacate that county regulated tile.  Urbano stated this county regulated tile is soley on NIPSCO’s property, therefore, it appears they would be the only one affected by the landfill of the ash being placed over top of it.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the plans for the proposed Roadway Relocation and Vacation located in Wheatfield Township, Sections 16 and 21, Township 32, Range 5 for NIPSCO as presented by Kevin Sayers, Turning Point Surveying, Inc.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

	Richard Maxwell received and read the bids in regards to the Gushwa Ditch #181.  The following bids were received for the Maintenance of the Gushwa Ditch #181 as follows:  Adam Herre in the amount of $38,545.00; Johns Brothers Tiling & Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $10,500.00; KDM Services LLC in the amount of $18,175.00; and Schultz Construction in the amount of $18,500.00.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to accept the bid for the Maintenance of the Gushwa Ditch #181 from Johns Brothers Tilling and Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $10,500.00.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

	Richard Maxwell received and read the bids in regards to the Halstead Ditch #2918.  The following bids were received for the Maintenance of the Halstead Ditch #2918 as follows:  Adam Herre in the amount of $5,000.00; Johns Brothers Tiling & Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $3,500.00; KDM Services LLC in the amount of $20,123.00; E.W. Mattocks & Sons in the amount of $5,250.00; and Schultz Construction in the amount of $3,400.00.

	Kendell Culp inquired with the John Casey, Drainage Board Attorney, if they were obligated to accept the low bid.  Culp stated he has seen work completed by the two lowest bidders and feels that the contractor whose bid is $100 higher is more superior then the contractor which is $100 less.  Casey stated quality of work would be a reason to not be obligated to accept the lowest bid.

	James Walstra made a motion to accept the bid for the Maintenance of the Halstead Ditch #2918 from Johns Brothers Tiling & Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $3,500.00.  Kendell Culp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Richard Maxwell received and read the bids in regards to the Borntrager Ditch #4239.  The following bids were received for the Maintenance of the Borntrager Ditch #4239 as follows:  Adam Herre in the amount of $7,300.00; Johns Brothers Tiling & Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $5,700.00; KDM Services LLC in the amount of $17,080.00; E.W. Mattocks & Sons in the amount of $3,800.00; and Schultz Construction in the amount of $5,850.00.

	Dirk Eggleston, T&M Limited Partnership, presented a drainage plan in regards to the proposed Hidden View Dairy Robotic Dairy Expansion.

	Currently there is a storm water detention pond which they intend to backfill and to the south there will be additional storage added to the existing detention pond.  They are also proposing to add a lagoon.

	Richard Maxwell inquired if the Jasper County Engineer, Jack Haberlin, had a chance to review the drainage plans presented for the Hidden View Robotic Dairy Expansion.  Haberlin responded he was emailed the proposed drainage plans for the Hidden View Robotic Dairy.

	Mike Plumb, Plumb Tuckett & Assocites, was contacted via telephone to answer questions on the presented drainage plans.

	Kendell Culp made a motion to approve the drainage plans for the Hidden View robotic Dairy Expansion as presented.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.

James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

GANGLOFF TILE #97/BERRYIT – FINAL PROJECT BILL
	VINCE URBANO – SURVEYOR

The Surveyor stated he has received information from Nationwide Insurance which is the carrier for BerryIT in regards to the damage done to the Gangloff Tile #97 during the installation of a fiber optic line.  Urbano stated Nationwide Insurance has requested Jasper County “sign off” on the project stating it is complete and everyone is satisfied that it is functioning properly.

Urbano presented a copy of the Invoices BerryIT provided to Nationwide Insurance and stated he is in disagreement with the amount of labor which was turned in.

Drainage Board Attorney, John Casey, inquired if there was any document included for the signing of a representative of Jasper County.  Urbano responded there is not a document included for the signing of a representative of Jasper County.

Kendell Culp stated it appears the insurance company is using Jasper County to verify that their claim is legitimate and does not believe Jasper County should get in the middle of this.  John Casey stated Jasper County should not get in the middle of the claim process between BerryIT and Nationwide Insurance.

James Walstra stated the only business Jasper County has with the claim between BerryIT and Nationwide regarding the Gangloff Tile #97 is stating that the repair work on the Gangloff Tile #97 is complete and satisfied.
